Appalachia also includes counties in Alabama, Georgia, Maryland, Mississippi, New York, North Carolina, Ohio, Pennsylvania, South Carolina, Tennessee, Virginia, and West Virginia.

Minority students (African-American, Hispanic, Native American, and Pacific Islander) are eligible for AMSTEMM regardless of their county of residence.
