A series of guest speakers introduce students to contemporary and future challenges for agricultural, community, and business leaders. Funded through a grant from the R.J. Reynolds Corporation. Now formally established as ACE 302, Leadership Studies.

SOC 773  –  Social Demography: Issues and Methods. A graduate seminar developed and team taught with Thomas Ilvento, Spring, 1995.

GEN 100  -- Issues in Agriculture: The Development of Modern Agriculture. A new course (part of a 2 course sequence) required of all undergraduate majors in the College of Agriculture. EXTENSION PROGRAMS AND PUBLICATIONS
Extension Program Overview
Community Visioning Processes -- I have developed a model for facilitating community visioning efforts which involves a community group organizing and implementing a citizen-based process to obtain residents’ preferences on the future of the community. I train citizens to facilitate community discussions on four preference questions (heritage, change, vision, action), then enumerate and evaluate citizen responses for a final report that defines citizens’ vision for the future and recommends specific actions that can be implemented by local government and other organizations to achieve this vision. Trifold brochures are prepared to assist in dissemination of results of the visioning process. When requested, I assist communities in follow-up strategic planning in response to the ideas generated by the visioning process. A subcomponent of this work is assisting communities in building leadership capacity by training citizen facilitators.

Strategic Community Planning is an essential component of the community development process. Too often, communities do not have the capacity to develop a plan that clearly identifies goals, objectives, action strategies, and most importantly identifies responsible parties for action. I have worked with several communities and organizations to assist them in strategic planning, and generally, once they have worked through the decision process, they have an understanding of what needs to be done and how and can continue to update and revise their plans in the future with a minimum of external assistance. 

Leadership Development encompasses a broad range of extension teaching and facilitation activities designed to build community capacity in diverse areas from asset mapping, assessing community needs, facilitation training, economic development strategies, and issues confronting agriculture and farm families. Groups worked with include: Simpson and Pulaski County, Kentucky Farm Bureau, Natural Resources Leadership Development Institute, Phillip J. Morris Agricultural Leadership Development Program, R. J. Reynolds Extension Leadership Program, Family Community Leadership Program, 4-H Councils.

Sociodemographic analyses -- counties and agencies require sociodemographic information and interpretation for planning and development purposes. Sometimes this is in the form of requests for specific information needed to complete grant proposals or plans of work, and sometimes in the form of general overviews of sociodemographic trends within an interpretative framework of what is happening, why, and the implications for planning for the future. I respond to an average of 3 to 5 requests for specific information a month and have provided more in-depth analyses for individual counties, extension areas, and Area Development Districts. Personal presentations are also offered to area extension agent groups (e.g., Northeast, Lake Cumberland, Quicksand), county Extension Advisory Councils (e.g., Boone, Kenton  ) and community leadership groups (e.g., Montgomery, Pulaski, Bracken, McCreary).

Land use issues have emerged in the community visioning and strategic planning activities as critical issues of concern. This has led to a desire to have more information related to reasons and strategies for preservation of agricultural land, land use management strategies, and dealing with the consequences of residential development in rural areas. I have developed several short informational extension publications on these issues as well as a training module entitled “Living Together in Rural Areas.”  Counties using these materials for community discussions and planning include: Bracken, Shelby, Webster, and Trimble.
