Increased risk of disease (damping off).

Transplant shock.

Mechanical seeding

The usual objective of
mechanical seeding is to
sow a single seed in each
plug cell.

For some species, like
alyssum, multiple seeds
are sown to give a fuller
transplant.

Template seeder

Seeds the entire
flat at once.
