A new company has developed a test which you can take into the 
field and determine a positive or negative Soybean Rust in two 
hours. It also has tests which can be purchased on this site to detect 
genetic markers (GMO) & for grain mycotoxin, mold & mildew 
toxin, pesticide residue levels in water or food, algal toxin test kits 
which are accurate to 1 ppb in water.  The mold test strip kit for 
homes can detect toxic mold on site within two to five minutes. It 
can detect Stachybotrys & Aspergillus niger in air handling units, in 
dust, drywall, even in carpet.  The test can be bought in a two-test 
package or  20—50 tests in a kit for commercial use.
