PROPOSAL GUIDELINES
WHO CAN APPLY:  Proposals will be accepted from any University of Kentucky faculty member or group of faculty members on campus.  Graduate and undergraduate students may apply through the faculty sponsor involved in the project.  

FORMAT:  Proposals should be no more than two or three pages in length and should include a 
Proposal Coversheet (available through Experiential Education and Career Services by e-mail: elivingston@uky.edu), a short overview of the project, learning objectives, planned activities, expected outcomes, and a brief budget narrative stating the purpose and specific amount of funding requested.  

REVIEW:  Proposals will be reviewed by a committee chosen from the Service-Learning Initiatives Council.  Selections will be made based on the perceived impact of the project on Kentuckians and its potential for expanding and improving the use of service-learning at the University of Kentucky.
FUNDING:  Monies awarded can be used to purchase supplies and to cover other project-related costs, such as printing or student transportation.  The funds cannot be used for conference travel or as stipends for the researcher or third parties.  Grants may be for up to $500, but will most likely be in the $200-$300 range.  Funds are provided through an inter-departmental budget transfer.  

COMMITMENT:  Recipients will be expected to provide a course syllabus (if applicable), administer a pre and post assessment instrument to students (provided by Experiential Education and Career Services), and do a 
5-10 minute presentation at the Service-Learning Showcase in April 2009.  

DEADLINE:  Proposals for Fall 2008 are due by May 16, 2008 (possible extensions by request).  Awards will be announced within two weeks after the deadline.
