This project (The Belle of Amherst) consisted of performances, lectures and demonstrations given by a UK theatre senior to drama and English students at high schools in central Kentucky.   The student created a performance in culmination of her studies in acting, demonstrating mastery of techniques such as text analysis, historical research, vocal production, stage movement, and character interpretation, as well as costume construction.  High school students gained a better understanding of Emily Dickenson’s life and poetry in a manner that made it seem more immediate and meaningful.  The mini-grant was used to cover the cost of performance rights to the play and the materials used to construct the costume.
