‘Ohayou’ means Good morning 

‘Kon-nichi wa’ means Hello, Hi.

‘Kon-ban wa’ means Good evening.

‘Hai ‘ means Yes.

‘Iie’  means No.

Is there anybody who wants to point out Japan on the map?

How long do you think it takes to get to Japan on an airplane?  It takes 13 hours 

Season

Kentucky has 4seasons and now it’s spring, right?

How about in Japan? It’s spring, too. (Japan has the same seasons as Kentucky) 

Time Difference
Now it’s 1:00pm in Kentucky. How about in Japan? It’s 2am in Japan.

There is a 14 hour time difference between Japan and Kentucky, in the summer there is a 13 hour difference because of daylight savings
Size and population (think about how crowded Japan is)
Japan is smaller than the state of California, but the population in Japan is about 120,000,000 people. How about in America? Do you know the population of America? It’s about 310,000,000 people. What would happen if half of the population of America lived in California?   It would be very crowded!! 

Slide # 4 Map of Japan

There are 4 main islands in Japan, Hokkaido, Honshu, Shikoku and Kyushu.

Tokyo is the capital of Japan. 

Three-fourths of  Japan is covered in mountains, so it leaves even less space for people to live! 
Japanese people must learn how to use the limited space.
Slide #5 Japanese Traditional Food (Breakfast)
 In Japan, sometimes people have toast, yogurt, fruit or cereal just like you do.  They also have more traditional breakfast sometimes.  Look at the food on the table in this picture.  People in Japan often times have rice and miso soup with side items such as eggs, an omelet, and steamed or fried vegetables or a salad.

Since Japanese people live on an island, they love seafood like fish, sushi etc. 

Slide #6 Japanese Western Style Food

This is Japanese western style food, but they still have rice and miso soup with chopsticks.  

Slide # 7 Starbucks and McDonald’s in Japan

Japan also has McDonald’s and Starbucks
Slide # 8 KFC Menu in Japan

Also you can also find Kentucky Fried Chicken in Japan.   This is a KFC menu from Japan. You can see the cost of the items on this on this menu.  700 yen is about $7.

Slide #9 Japanese Flag / Japanese Money 
In this picture you can see Japanese money. Japanese money is called “Yen”.
100 yen is about $1 and1 yen is about a penny. The 5 yen coin and the 50 yen coin have a hole in the center.  
Slide#10 Japanese Language 

We have 3 ways of writing. Katakana, Hiragana and Kanji (Chinese character). Katakana and Hiragana are only used for pronunciation. There are about 50 letters for Katakana and Hiragana. But there are thousands of Chinese characters. Japanese students should know more than 1000 Chinese characters before graduate from elementary school. If you want to read the Japanese newspaper, you have to know more than 2000 Chinese characters. There are some characters even most Japanese people don’t know.
Slide#11 Japanese Festivals (Fashion)
Festivals were originally religious events to worship the gods, send requests to the Buddha for a good harvest, or to welcome the souls of the departed who come back to this world to visit us. Recently, some festivals have become tourist attractions.

In Japan, there are so many kinds of festivals especially in summer and fall.
People sometimes wear Yukata and Happi for festivals. Yukata is like kimono, but it’s for summer. Happi is a Kimono short coat.
Slide#12 Japanese Festivals (Mikoshi)
As summer arrives, festivals are held at local shrines. Young men wearing headbands and happi coats carry mikoshi on their shoulders, shouting “Wasshoi, wasshoi”. Mikoshi is like a portable shrine.
Slide#13 Japanese Festivals (Yatai)
One of what people love at festivals is to buy something at street booth. They sell various food and games, like yakisoba (noodle),Okonomiyaki (thin and flat pancake cooked on a hot plate with bits of meat, seafood and chopped cabbages) takoyaki(Octopus dumplings), fishing games, ringtoss games etc.  These pictures are typical scenes at a festival in Japan.
