Applicant must be a major (preferably print journalism)
in the School and through class work, internships, or part
-time work, or extra-curricular activities, demonstrate an
exceptional understanding of First Amendment advocacy
and principles in the professional and civic life of a
working journalist and/or the vital relationship of these
principles to the preservation of democracy.

Lt. Col. Charles DeSpain Journalism Award was
established by Daysie Spencer DeSpain to honor the
memory of her son. Applicant must be a sophomore,
junior or senior in the School and demonstrate academic
excellence and professional promise.
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Dickerson Scholarship honors the memory of Edith
J. and Charles G. Dickerson. Applicant must be a
deserving student in the School, a declared journalism
major, demonstrate academic excellence and show
professional promise.

Joe Hirsch Scholarship honors the renowned,
award-winning Daily Racing Form columnist who retired
in 2003. Applicant must be an incoming freshman or
continuing undergraduate student in the School;
interested in working in or pursuing a career in writing
in the thoroughbred industry; and have a 3.0 GPA (or
at least 2.8 if a continuing student). Financial need is a
consideration. The scholarship carries an internship at
a thoroughbred racing journalism-related organization
and provides full tuition for one year.

JAT General Excellence Scholarship. Applicant
must be a declared journalism, ISC, or
telecommunications major and exhibit general
academic excellence and dedication to a career in the
mass media and communication industries.

Joe W. Quinn Prize in Journalism honors the
long-time sports reporter for the Cincinnati Post and
former Kentucky Kernel sports editor. Applicant must
be a sophomore and a declared journalism major who
will enter their junior year in the fall. Selection is based
on scholarship, promise and need.

Clarence & Edna Johnson Scholarship. Applicant
must be a graduate of a high school in Pike, Letcher,
Harlan or Floyd counties in Kentucky; an under-
graduate or graduate student in the College; and
demonstrate financial need.

L. Niel Plummer Scholarship honors the former
director of the School from 1940 to 1965. Applicant
must be a journalism, ISC or telecommunications
major and demonstrate the potential for academic
success.

Shirley Rose Scholarship honors Rose, a 40-year University
employee and undergraduate advisor for the College who
retired in 2001. Applicant must be a full-time adult learner
who demonstrates economic need; and must complete a
500-word essay on the importance of education to you,
including your goals and objectives; if none are eligible then
all others who apply will be considered.

Rick Roth Memorial Scholarship Fund honors the
memory of Roth, who taught for 15 years in the School.
Applicant must be an ISC pre-major or major; demonstrate the
traits embodied by Roth of tenacity, determination,
commitment, leadership, service and involvement; and must
submit a 500-word essay that explains in detail which of the
Roth traits you believe you most embody, how you have shown
it and why you feel you possess the trait. Applicant must also be
actively involved in Competition Team/AAF, Ad Club or the
UK Student Advertising Agency; if none are eligible than all
others that apply will be considered.

Ryans Family Scholarship honors the memory of Robert
Ryans, a UK journalism graduate and technical publications
writer. Applicant must be a senior journalism major; a resident
of Kentucky; have a minimum 3.0 GPA; and plan on pursuing
a career in journalism with a focus on business. Preference is
given to students interested in technical publication writing.

Theodore E. Schulte Memorial Scholarship. Honors the
memory of Schulte, an associate professor for advertising for
nine years. Applicant must be an outstanding ISC major.
