Purposes and Objectives

From there, students will develop an integrated multi-media campaign and present it at the AAF Fifth-District competition in April, with the chance to go on to the national competition in Atlanta.

Course Requirements and Grading
Grades primarily will be measured by performance, based on your participation and evaluations by team members and the instructor. This is a course where most of the work is done outside of class. You will be expected to work closely and cooperatively with your team members.
