Course Description

A survey of children’s literature, traditional and modern. Reading and evaluation of books
and multimedia materials with emphasis on the needs and interests of children. Covers
media for use by and with children from preschool through grade six.

Course Objectives

® To become aware of, and familiar with, a wide variety of authors, illustrators, and
books in the field of children’s literature.

® To develop competencies in the exploration and critical evaluation of materials for
children.

® To learn to meet the personal and intellectual requirements and interests of individual
children through selection of appropriate materials.

®* To develop competencies in selecting and presenting books and stories for the
purpose of motivating children to enjoy literature and to become lifelong readers.

® To develop an understanding of the potential for using children’s literature across the
school curriculum.

® To become familiar with basic selection aids and other sources of information about
children’s trade books.
