e Applicants who are part-time students are required to be enrolled for at least 6 hours during
the 2007 Fall semester.

e Applicants are required to take all courses for a letter grade (unless course is offered Pass/Fail

only).

*If you are a readmitted UK student with a 3.25 GPA since readmission, you meet all other
requirements for this scholarship, but your previous GPA makes you ineligible, you may be a
candidate for the University’s academic bankruptcy rule (See the 2007-08 UK Bulletin).

SELECTION PROCESS
The McClinton Book Scholarship is a competition in which applications will be evaluated and
ranked by committee members.

A portion of the score will be based on committee
discretion. The award will be made to the highest-ranking student. The decisions of the
selection committee are final.
