Informational Items

Old Business
1.      Summer 12-week course was tabled for the semester until PR returns in the Fall.
2.      EdS program updates were discussed. WES indicated the students that have not filed for EDS. ACTION: Please ask all outliers to file their cards with Matt. 
3.      CPAC discussed the syllabus checklist for ADA/ Diversity. The consensus was that WES did a good job and all faculty should make sure they review their spring and fall syllabi before giving them to WES to post on the web. 
4.      KMC updated CPAC on the status of the new faculty line request. ACTION: KMC will ask that the position not be one of the two granted to the new Dean. 
5.      Uof L could not make the meeting on January 18. ACTION: KMC will ask for other alternatives focusing on Tuesdays and Fridays.
6.      CPAC agreed that we should go ahead and work on joint programs with other areas. ACTION: KMC agreed to spearhead Law and assist with business. 
7.      Practicum form checklist for John Elliott was tabled until the next meeting. 
8.      ACTION: Faculty are reminded to give their feedback re: clinic supervision to the students asap.
9.      CPAC discussed the doctoral preliminary exam noting that the procedures are apparent in the handbook. 
10.     SR agreed to host the Masters welcome day. ACTION: At least two reps from the first year masters class need to volunteer to help with the coordinating.  Students should be informed that they are expected to attend the April 5th gathering.  KMC will reserve the rooms.
11.     The discussion regarding the faculty lounge doors was tabled until we hear back from Joan Mazur.
12.     Pam agreed to shop for doctoral interview day with Missy Moose.  Thank you.  The students asked that all email messages have doctoral students in the header to reduce any hurt feelings if anyone is not invited to interview from the masters program.  Thank you to Gina Owens and Courtney Clay for organizing.  A first year representative needs to be learning the ropes from them as soon as possible. 

New Business
1.      The December 11, 2001 CPAC Minutes were approved. 
2.      CPAC discussed the 664/708 issue and agreed that the following rule shall be in place for masters students. Masters students must take their masters exam during the semester in which they are enrolled in their 6th hour of practicum.  If a student fails the masters exam they will not be able to enroll in practicum or internship during the following semester(s) until they have passed the exam upon subsequent administration(s). This will prevent masters students from enrolling in 1 credit hour of 664 after completing the requisite six and not having those hours count toward certification.  
3.      The fall course schedule was completed and approved. CPAC discussed scheduling issues and noted that in the retreat they agreed that all students applying for EDP664/665 practicum for at least 3 credit hours MUST have their forms turned in on time.  Forms turned in even a day late will not be accepted and the students will be prevented from taking practicum during the following semester.  This should reduce issues related to scheduling.
4.      RR has already written the masters exam.  We will review it in the next CPAC meeting.
5.      The students asked that 606 undergo a title change so that it counts for multicultural counseling. ACTION: Lowder is asked to meet with WES if the students would like to go through the work entailed in making a course change. 
6.      ****** were accepted into the EDS program.
7.      The meeting was adjourned at 3.10
