Informational Items
1.      Stilwell reported that the Masters in Counseling Psychology webpage now has a link to the 14 comprehensive care websites for students to review.
2.      Chard reported that Comprehensive Care centers are now hiring people prior to obtaining their CPC or PA.

Old Business
1.      The CPC/PA/EdS edits were tabled.
2.      CPAC decided on the groups for doctoral interview day: Research, Chard and Rostosky; Personal Growth and Development, P. Remer; Professional Identity, R. Remer and Stilwell. ACTION: Faculty will ask for student assistants by the end of the week. 
3.      ACTION: Chard will talk to E. Anderman about creating letters necessary to graduate current doctoral students from the EdS program. 
4.      Spring courses for 2nd year masters students was tabled
5.      Stilwell made edits to the doctoral handbook regarding the preliminary exam. ACTION: Students should review the handbook and make sure they are what was requested.
6.      Revamping of the masters program was tabled until the retreat on February 9, 2001.
7.      Specialty certificate programs were tabled until the next CPAC meeting.
8.      Summer 12-week course was tabled. 
9.      The fall course schedule will probably not include the proposal writing course due to faculty sabbaticals.  In addition EDP640 will be offered this fall and then switched to spring the following year. ACTION: Faculty need to come up with recommendations for instructors for EDP640.
10.     P.Remer found out that the state licensing oral exam has started to focus more on career issues. ACTION: R. Remer will talk to a graduate of the program off the record regarding the exam and practicum enrollment during breaks.
11.     ACTION: Stilwell will make sure that the wording in the doctoral handbook clearly states that a proposal meeting will be held by December 15 if a student would like to leave on internship the following year. 
12.     Course contract additions- proposal writing/765’s were tabled. ACTION: Stilwell will do these for next meeting.
13.     ADA guideline additions to both handbooks were tabled.
14.     Chard reported from Prout that Crystal is still an official member of EDP while Feist-Price is no longer a member of EDP. CPAC noted that we need to move on asking the Dean for a new hire as soon as possible. ACTION: Stilwell will finish his draft of the letter as soon as possible.

New Business
1.      The January 16, 2001 CPAC Minutes were approved.
2.      CPAC noted that students planning on leaving on internship this fall should use the old proposal meeting verification form.
3.      Hansel reported that he has received little feedback on the group class so he will attempt to contact students via paper instead of internet.
4.      CPAC discussed the need to rate student ability to receive feedback. ACTION: CPAC will discuss this in the next meeting with student involvement.
5.      CPAC discussed the need regulate clinic keys in the library. ACTION: Pam will speak to the librarians about taking an ID every time a student needs to borrow a key.
6.      If CPAC has ideas about books/videos that are needed in the library they should give them to Chard within the next two weeks.
7.      The meeting was adjourned at 2:55.
