Informational Items

1. The Dean's Lecture Series is sponsoring a lecture on February 17th on the treatment of heroin dependence using psychopharmacology.

2. Division 17 of APA is sponsoring a Counseling Health Psychology Student Research Award.  Submission should be received by April 1, 1999.

3. Dr. Feist-Price is sent best wishes from all of CPAC.

Old Business

1. Minimum Competency Courses--Course Change  was discussed by CPAC.  P.Remer will make the final changes for submission to the Courses and Curriculum Committee.

2. There are at least 20 applications for the faculty position.  The student representatives to the committee will be Rob McFall and Margaret Laurie Comer. 

3. Stilwell gave the update on the Student Affairs Masters Program. Beth Goldstein currently has the draft. We are awaiting a final blessing before moving forward.

4. CACREP Program Standards are being looked into by Dr. Stilwell.

5. Dr. Stilwell brought a draft of program changes for QE and Proposal meeting deadlines.  He will bring edits to the 765 requirements to the next meeting.

6. Doctoral Application Review preparation is moving forward.  There is a sign-up sheet for students in the mailroom.  Nineteen applicants have stated that they will be attending interview day.  Chard will pull copies of the applicant resumes and personal statements for the students to review.  These will be stored in Kate L.'s office.  One applicant has requested a meeting with the faculty next Tuesday from 1-2 because he is already committed to another interview on Feb. 12th.

New Business

1. The minutes of the January 19, 1999 CPAC Meeting were approved.

2. The Commonwealth Research Award deadline has passed.

3. Dr. Danner asked CPAC to look into the title and hours of EDP703.  P.Remer noted that this course is used for supervision which often has varying hours.  In addition, EDP703 is typically taught as an additional course that precludes faculty credit.  Therefore, CPAC recommended that no changes be made to the listing of EDP703.

4. Debbie Anderson would like to help coordinate the upcoming Masters applicant visit. She was encouraged to meet with P. Remer.

5. Lori Montross-Jones raised the student concern about Marching in Graduation before leaving 

for internship.  She was encouraged to talk with the graduate school about possibly changing their policy.  Second she is encouraged to talk with the Dean about a possible College ceremony. 

6. Dr. Chard discussed the possibility of offering a paid assessment practicum in the private 

practice office where she works.  The concerns about a dual relationship were raised.  This matter was tabled until the next meeting, after looking into the way in which the School Psychology clinic pays their students for assessments.
