Informational Items

1. The Kentucky Association for Play Therapy is offering a workshop. The flier is available in Dr. Chard’s office.

2. The CPS clinic made 8339.3 dollars during the Fall semester. Congratulations.

3. The KPA is offering CE credits in supervision training. Talk to Rebecca Kayo for more information.

Old Business

1. Minimum Course Competency changes were tabled.

2. P. Remer noted that school-based practicum hours might count for CPC hours, tabled until Chard and Stilwell check into this issue.

3. Masters ethics course will be discussed at the retreat.

4. CPAC retreat is scheduled for February 25th at the Remers’. ACTION: Stilwell will bring donuts, Chard will bring bagels, and Feist-Price will bring fruit.

5. 21 applicants are coming to interview day and 1 applicant may be trying to reach faculty by phone.

6. On interview day we will have only 15 minutes for CPAC introductions, we must be as brief as possible. The students requested a fact sheet on applicants. ACTION: If all faculty loan their review sheets to P. Remer asap she will try to get a fact sheet made by Friday.

7. Dr. Ford and Tirsit Brooks are trying to find a date for Dr. Illback’s visit. CPAC noted that the proposed date conflicts with Passover and Good Friday and should be reconsidered. ACTION: CPAC agreed that this will be a mandatory presentation for all counseling psychology students. They will be notified as soon as the official date is set.

New Business

1. The February 1st 2000 CPAC Minutes were approved.

2. CPAC noted that we will need two sections for EDP 664 this fall. ACTION: Drew will check with the master’s students to see how many students will need 3 credits of practicum this fall and next spring. Chard will take that information to Dr. Danner after it is collected.

3. The graduate school is requiring that faculty and students fill I a new feedback form after the master’s exam starting this spring. CPAC agreed to talk more about this issue at the retreat next week.

4. R. Remer suggested creating a qualifying exam checklist for the doctoral students in response to concerns about graduate school/departmental requirements pre-quals. ACTION: CPAC will work on this checklist at the retreat, and will wait to see how the graduate school responds to current students taking quals while taking more than 3 credit hours of coursework.

5. Chard passed out the state guidelines for signing progress notes and assessment reports for students and faculty. ACTION: Stilwell will edit the practicum/ internship data sheets. Chard will make copies for Dr. Illback’s visit. 

6. Rebecca Kayo asked that she be allowed to share information with students in classes about student advocacy through KPA/APA and at the state level. CPAC suggested that she also speak during the lunch meeting with the doctoral applicants. ACTION: Chard will ask Dr. Clark if Kayo can be put on the lunch schedule.

7. R. Remer noted that this semester is the first that we will see Incompletes turn into “E’s” after a year. ACTION: Students are encouraged to make each other aware of this change.

8. Jack Karnes supplied CPAC with a letting indicating that ***** may ask for ½ extra time on all tests during the program. ACTION: Stilwell noted that each faculty should have received an individual letter. Chard will call and ask is this is still the policy.
