Informational Items
1.      Congratulations to Gina Owens and Stilwell.  They just had an article accepted for publication.

Old Business
1.      Summer 12-week course was tabled for the semester until PR returns in the Fall.
2.      EDS program updates were discussed. ACTION: Lowder will pass the word around to his group that just completed the preliminary exams that they should fill out an EDS graduation card with Matt Waitkus as soon as possible. 
3.      The meeting with the Uof L faculty will hopefully take place March 1, 1:00 at Jim’s in Frankfort. ACTION: WES will attempt to confirm this meeting. 
4.      The joint program idea was tabled. 
5.      The clinic forms for documenting supervision is complete until the students return with edited forms for CPAC to review.
6.      Practicum form checklist for John Elliott was tabled until the next meeting. ACTION: WES will email everyone the version that he has on disk.
7.      The discussion regarding the faculty lounge doors was tabled until we hear back from Joan Mazur regarding the history on infrastructure decisions.
8.      Three of our doctoral applicants have accepted a position at the University.  They are Segress, Gray and Heinzman. Scott has also agreed to come this year after her requested delay from last year.
9.      KMC will take care of the administration of the masters exam.  Faculty should be prepared to grade 8 exams each starting on April 5th.

New Business
1.      The January 29, 2002 CPAC Minutes were approved. 
2.      CPAC discussed the requirement of 400 masters hours for the CPC.  ACTION: Watts will discuss changing the minimum requirement for a 3 cr practicum to 12 hours. Baker will check and see how many hours were typically completed in the clinic last semester. KMC will talk to Frisiello to find out what Dr. Sexton said about less than 400 hours.
3.      Stilwell suggested we teach an undergraduate mental health course. CPAC agreed that this would be a good thing to sell to the teacher education programs. ACTION: WES will pitch the idea and bring the feedback to the next CPAC meeting.
4.      WES noted that we need to begin addressing the goals and competencies for the next APA site visit in 2004.  ACTION: WES will email his table to CPAC and we will begin dividing up responsibilities next meeting.
5.      Lowder suggested creating a web page that organizes the student practicum site evaluations. ACTION: Segress will begin reviewing the form for necessary edits. WES will look into the feasability of filling in the form on line and creating a database that students can search on line.
6.      CPAC discussed creating an assignment for 606 each fall. ACTION: WES will select a relevant article and ask students to write one page in reaction.  The student’s chair will review this document for grammar and writing style allowing for referrals to the writing center if needed.
