Minutes CPAC Retreat


February 25, 2000

Present: Stilwell, Feist-Price, R. Remer, P. Remer, Rostosky, Chard (Chair)

1. EDP 708 – CPAC suggests creating a section 1 for Ph. D. interns and section 11 for EdS people. Could collapse them if need be in a year when we need students in the classes to make numbers. List the 11 section as staff and then have faculty member with the smallest load take up the slack and rotate it through the faculty.

2. If a student is admitted to College Student Personnel and he/she wants to switch, he/she will have to petition to CPAC to switch programs.

3. Chard will start paperwork on assessment course – EDP 663 – this semester.

4. Masters program/Ethics Course – At the time that students appl for the EdS, they need to declare if they are going for the CPC or the PA. We need to address the issue of having an Ethics course, an assessment practica, and a group practica. We need to address how to handle electives, are they elective, or can they go toward filling hours for psychological associate. Techniques I needs to cover the professional roles of the various psychological professionals. Students apply for the EdS program need to have an application, letter of recommendation, and a form stating CPC or PA with a program of study. They need to have this form in early enough for us to do scheduling the following semester. ACTION: Bill will look at the CPC program.

5. We will turn the program information over to the MS and EdS studens to let them try and figure out how they will fill in the programs of study for MS, CPC and PA, including use of electives. 
Psychological Associate – 30-33 hours – Must take EDP 656, 650, 640, 642 and 708 (6 cr). They may choose their Biol. Bases, Developmental, Social and Cognitive; they may also choose to take an advanced theory or techniques elective. ACTION: Practicum forms need something about assessment on them.

6. Scoring of the masters exam – Superior Pass, Pass, Marginal, Fail (1,2,3,4). If they fail the ethics they fail the whole thing. Convey that we want it done briefly/concisely one page per answer. On the first page they need to answer how the construct fits with the theory. ACTION: Chard will edit the masters exam forms. We need to let students know that they can still be learning about theories during their entire first year, and they do not need to focusing on just one theory. In fact, they should be exploring multiple theories while going the program before taking the exam.

7. Doctoral students need to grapple with the different theories and be able to understand other theories. They should be held accountable for understanding multiple theories, especially if they choose to use techniques from other theories. Learning theories should be an evolving process looking at human nature, client needs, and comparing/contrasting constructs. ACTION: Change practica syllabus to reflect the need to know more than one theory. For instance, have them present one client from two theories and discuss how they conducted the treatment, and how it would be different if they had used the other theory.

8. Doctoral Applicant Day: If students have a meeting on Friday, it interferes with faculty receiving feedback from students for the faculty initial votes. The Monday meeting is critical to faculty in the decision making process, and students should not be superceded by the Friday student meeting. CPAC needs to try and have the student meeting and the faculty meeting closer together. ACTION: The student feedback form needs to be changed so that they students are not asked to rank who they would like to mentor, instead ranking who they would like to have in the department. They should then circle the students that they would be willing to mentor.

9. Communication: CPAC needs to embrace diversity of theoretical orientation/frameworks – including different feminist theories. We as a faculty need to support and allow different theoretical orientations, and be willing to supervise students using the different theoretical orientations and frameworks.

10. Qualifying Exam Checklist: ACTION: R. Remer will complete a checklist form for students to fill in before taking their qualifying exams. Students will need to complete this form prior to defending their quals.

11. Need to consider the sup of supervision and how to handle faculty loads. Perhaps create a supervision and advanced theory class. They would supervise the clinic masters students. ACTION: P. Remer, Rostosky and Chard will meet to discuss creating a new class for incoming doctoral students instead of EDP 661. This course would incorporate advanced theories and supervision.
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
