Informational items:

1. There is no faculty available to provide EDP 708 supervision this summer.  Affected students are urged to complain to the department chair.

2. Career Counseling (EDP 666) will no longer be offered in summer session beginning Summer ’05.  Students are urged to plan accordingly (and complain to the department chair).

Program Issues:

1. CPAC approved the addition to the Doctoral Handbook that describes Annual Review Ratings.  WES will add the description ASAP.

2. RR noted that Group (EDP 649) is over-subscribed for Fall.  He will address the masters students on Monday in EDP 661 to discuss issues related to group training and group experience.  RR also noted that we need to clarify group experience requirement in the masters handbook.  Students are strongly encouraged to obtain individual and group therapy experiences. (SR will revisit this at next CPAC meeting).

3. SR noted that we need an instructor for Cognitive Assessment (EDP 640) for summer session and for Fall ’04.  

4. Student reps apprised the faculty that they are still having difficulty registering for EDP 616.  They were admonished to complain to the department chair.

5. PR noted that there were far too many mistakes in the fall schedule.  SR noted that many eyes need to carefully review next time. PR has spent considerable time rectifying the mistakes.  Thank you.

6. PR and RR reminded faculty to note in their Fall syllabi that Monday nights are to be reserved for groups, triads, supervision, and other training activities associated with the program.  This statement needs to be in the syllabi for EDP 605, 649, 703, 664/665.

7. The faculty approved Practicum applications for summer and fall.  WES will notify applicants that pending their successful completion of EDP 661, they will be eligible to begin practicum assignments.

8. PR noted that the APA site visit resulted in a strong endorsement of our program.  The faculty will continue to ponder and discuss how to best implement the valuable suggestions made by the APA site visitors.  

9. SR is collecting the masters’ course contract forms.  These will be presented in CPAC for advisor approval.

10. RR noted that 8 students have accepted invitations to the doctoral program.
