Informational Items

1. Drs. P and R Remer noted that Kathy Anderson with the Red Cross is interested in a workshop for families and ESL teachers who work with refugee families.

3. Currently we have a 23 person masters class.  CPAC would like to thank Drew Miller, Missy Hurst, Valerie Leake, and Heather Reynolds for all of their help.  P.Remer will put an official letter in their files.

Old Business

1. P.Remer reviewed the Minimum Course Competency changes noting that 666 and 605 will be left alone for now.  She will take them to Fred Danner for a signature.

2. School-based practicum hours tabled.

3. CPAC retreat minutes were accepted.

4. The EDS students are meeting Wednesday night from 4:30-7:00 to discuss how the CPC and PA requirements fit with our program.  Masters students are welcome to attend.

9. The Remers agreed to discuss the mandatory completion of the EDS with the Dean in hopes of continuing to allow our students the option of not completing the EDS program. If not, CPAC may need to discuss changing the program to 60 hours or allowing students to stay in the MS for up to 60 hours. 

New Business

2. P.Remer will be attending the KPA taskforce meeting on masters programs this Friday. 

3. CPAC discussed the Fall enrollment of outside EDS students into the 661/703 course.  The course committee will meet will meet this summer and discuss advising options for the fall.
