Old Business
1.      We have had one complaint about the EDS degree for the doctoral students, but Julie Pike’s forms went through.
2.      CPAC discussed the Specialty certificates and decided that they will stay tabled until more interest develops in getting the paperwork completed. 
3.      Summer 12-week course was tabled. 
4.      Stilwell presented the ADA guidelines for both handbooks and CPAC approved the text. ACTION: Stilwell and R. Remer will make the edits to the student handbooks. 
5.      CPAC discussed the new faculty line proposal. ACTION: This will be discussed at the fall retreat.
6.      Faculty need to get Stilwell their doctoral student review edits as soon as possible. 
7.      Practicum/Internship hours were tabled.  ACTION: P. Remer and Stilwell will talk to Jane Brake. 
8.      Congratulations to all of the students who passed the masters exam!!!
9.      Faculty need to watch the post-bac enrollments on a course by course basis to make sure that the enrollments are not exceeding the caps. 
10.     CPAC agreed to not mandate 640 for CPC students, but to highly encourage the course. ACTION: Dr. Stilwell will change the CPC/PA table.

New Business
1.      The April 17, 2001 CPAC Minutes were approved. 
2.      CPAC discussed the guideline that 2 CPAC members must serve on all doctoral committees. This was another problem that suggests the need for a new faculty lime. 
3.      The masters students are distressed that jobs are hard to find w/o certification, but you cannot become certified w/o a job.  CPAC will keep a close watch on the movement in the Comp. Care system.
4.      CPAC discussed summer practicum and incompletes from Spring, deciding that unpaid 1 credit hour  students can apply to CPC for a waver.  In addition this topic will be covered in the fall retreat
5.      CPAC discussed having a meeting with the U. of L faculty.  ACTION: Chard will call the Chair in the fall and begin to discuss dates.
6.      R. Remer will be here this fall and courses will need to be switched accordingly.  All students taking 708 should enroll in R. Remer’s section.  P. Remer will be seeking a sabbatical for next spring.  
7.      R. Remer raised 661 concerns about “student names deleted” and agreed to ask the first three to a CPAC meeting in the fall.
