Informational Items 
1. The Rape Crisis Line is recruiting volunteers.  Email posted to the listserv. 
2. The KPA conference is November 2-4. 
3. Sheila Schuster is retiring as executive director of KPA. 

Old Business 
1. P.Remer stated that the Minimum Course Competency changes will be turned in for the next Courses and Curricula committee meeting. 
2. Chard and Stilwell indicated that students interested in school practicum hours must do the hours on site and students should make sure that the school has appropriate supervision before choosing a site for a practicum. 
3. P. Remer will talk to the MS/EdS students (e.g. Heather Curtis) for an update on their meeting re: CPC and PA coursework.  She will create a new document with recommendations for electives. 
4. P. Remer created a new course combining 661 and 703.  She noted that with the diversity of students enrolled in the class it might have been beneficial to keep the course as 661 alone. 
5. The Remers met with the Dean in May and discussed the mandatory completion of the EdS program.  Based on this meeting CPAC decided to retain optional EdS completion until further notice. 
6. P. Remer continues to meet with the state taskforce on masters level certification.  She reports that the committee is planning on making a recommendation to the state that would allow PA's to function independently after 5 years of supervised experience. 
7. CPAC ruled at the fall retreat that the EdS paper will be a 20-25 page journal article, or in the case of a doctoral student, the 5 qualifying exam papers. 

New Business 
1. The April 25, 2000 CPAC Minutes were approved. 
2. P. Remer discussed a possible MS professional issues course.  CPAC decided that this course could possibly be offered in the summer if students are interested and Chard will integrate some of the information into EDP605. 
3. Drs. Stilwell and Chard will supervise this semesters EDP708 students. ACTION: CPAC agreed that all future EdS students should be asked to enroll in a minimum of 3cr hours per semester except during the summer. 
4. Dr. Rostosky brought up a concern about the number of students that faculty are asked to supervise without receiving credit for officially teaching a course.  Dr. Stilwell noted that a survey of Directors of Training suggested that faculty should get a course credit for supervising 5-6 students enrolled for 1 credit hour each but requiring ongoing supervision.  CPAC discussed ways that faculty could get credit for the work that they do and the new dictates from the Chair of the department regarding course releases.  CPAC agreed to table this issue until an upcoming retreat. ACTION: Bring calendars to next CPAC meeting. 
5. CPAC reviewed the forms for EDP663 a new assessment practicum course. ACTION: Chard will create a syllabus for the course and submit the forms to the next Courses and Curriculum meeting. 
6. Chard asked for suggestions for future instructors for EDP640. CPAC suggested Sandra Medley and John Elliott. 
7. R. Remer brought up the issue of students supervising other students in EDP649.  CPAC agreed that this was acceptable as long as the supervising student obtained adequate outside supervision. 
8. The meeting was adjourned at 3:10.
