Informational Items 
1. The signup sheet for the master’s exam is available in Stephanie's office. The exam will be November 3rd from 8:30-12. Dr. Chard will be administering the exam. 
2. Students who are seeing clients in multiple sites need to turn in practicum hours data sheets for each site. 
3. The 2001 Counseling Psychology conference will be held March 2-4. 

Old Business 
1. Minimum Course Competency changes are tables until Courses and Curricula committee meeting. 
2. The KPA update on MS programs that P. Remer discussed last week is the final draft that will be sent to the state.  No other committee updates to follow. 
3. P. Remer's talk with the MS/EDS students was tabled until she had more time between meetings to have the conversation. ACTION: P. Remer will talk to students before the next CPAC meeting. 
4. Stilwell is requesting information from the clinical and school lists on how many supervision hours equate a course. ACTION:  He will forward this information to Rostosky who will compile it into a chart. 
5. EDP663 Assessment practicum was tabled until Chard could create the syllabus. 
6. The Remer's informed CPAC that the group courses have appropriate supervision for all group leaders. 

New Business 
1. The August 29, 2000 CPAC Minutes were approved. 
2. Dr. Prout visited CPAC to discuss course releases.  He indicated that each program will receive one course per year for the program coordinator. He acknowledged that Counseling is in a tough bind with the need for both a PhD and a MS coordinator. After discussing the number of students that faculty supervise for 1 hour of credit, Dr. Prout asked for a consolidated list of all 1 hour students, excluding independent studies.  ACTION: Chard will solicit this information from the faculty and submit it to Dr. Prout.  
3. P. Remer brought up Rob Shapiro's comment at the faculty retreat about certification for specialty programs.  This may be a good idea for CPAC to explore for the Feminist, Psychodrama, and Trauma arenas. ACTION: P.Remer will talk to Rob Shapiro about the procedure. R. Remer will talk to Tom Garrity about the Behavioral Sciences certificate. Chard will review the web for more information. 
4. Chard discussed the student interest in a summer consultation course. ACTION: All of the student representatives were asked to survey their peers as to level of interest for this course during Summer 2001. 
5. CPAC established the following dates for the academic year. The retreat will be held on October 13th at the Remer's.  Breakfast will be served at 9:00 and the meeting will begin at 9:30.  There will be a working lunch on site and the students will join us at 2:00.  CPAC is recommending that the doctoral interview day be scheduled for February 9th or 16th.
