Informational Items

1. Students interested in a dissertation editing service can contact Chard for materials sent from the Bear editing service.

2. Students who have not bought their insurance, should contact Pam Stephens as soon as possible. 

3. Chard relayed information from Dr. Clark that students may now extended their residency credit over 3 consecutive semesters.  Students should be aware that they may need to maintain full-time status to avoid beginning student loan repayment.

4. Chard relayed email from Dr. Clark indicating that the Graduate School Bulletin states that the advisory committee should be formed and appointed no later than the point at which 18 credit hours of graduate work have been accumulated and at least one year prior to the qualifying exam. ACTION: CPAC noted that this is more flexible than the current EDP policy and Chard was asked to clarify EDP procedures in the next EDP meeting.

Old Business

1. Minimum Course Competency changes are being typed by Christy. ACTION: P.Remer will keep CPAC posted.

2. R. Remer provided CPAC with a draft of the masters case exam. ACTION: The form will be edited and stands approved.

3. The APPIC forms and practicum hours data sheets were unanimously approved. ACTION: Chard will email the students notifying them of the changes.

4. CPAC reviewed the changes to the doctoral student review form, now including an APA writing sample. ACTION: The changes were accepted with revisions for implementation this year.

5. CPAC unanimously agreed that students should provide their major professor with a copy of their bound dissertation upon graduation.

6. CPAC agreed that students should complete an initial run of their dissertation data before leaving on internship. ACTION: Stilwell will implement revised changes.

7. R. Remer reported that according to an agreement with Dr. Clark, students may apply to the EdS program in their last semester as a masters student or the semester after they graduate.

8. CPAC reviewed the time distribution form edits. ACTION: Chard will email students that they must have the form filled in and given to their major professor by September 30th.

9. Chard relayed talking to Dr. Clark about mandating a postquals dissertation proposal course.  She was told that CPAC could require the course without making it part of the required program of study that must be approved by the graduate school prior to taking qualifying exams.  ACTION:

10. CPAC discussed the possibility of students in CPS seeing students through the school system. ACTION: Chard will contact Fayette County schools about the parameters of their offer.

11. CPAC was given a copy of materials offered by Crystal Edge for incoming students. ACTION: CPAC members will review the materials by the next meeting for disbursement to next years class.

12. CPAC discussed making a set doctoral prelim date. The student representatives reported that they would like the exam to fall on the Tuesday before Thanksgiving, acknowledging that they would not receive face-to-face feedback with this arrangement.

13. R.Remer offered a copy of a letter to Dean Raines regarding the lack of room space in DH and TEB.  ACTION: R. Remer will put this letter before the next EDP meeting.

14. Stilwell noted that students need to be enrolled in EDP749/769 at time of graduation.

New Business

1. The September 7th CPAC Minutes were approved.

2. The 1st year masters students were identified: Drew Miller, Joe Hansel, Amy Lynn Olson

3. Stilwell asked CPAC if he should provide forms on the net in both Wordperfect and Word. ACTION: CPAC agreed that both versions should continue to be supplied.

4. CPAC noted that there is some discrepancy about when students should take EDP703. CPAC discussed the possibility of mandating EDP703 in the spring semester of a doctoral students first year.  This course could be offered after clinic meeting. Discussion was tabled until the next CPAC

meeting.

5. Cindy Nichols was approved for the EdS Program.
