Old Business

1. Minimum Course Competency changes were tabled due to Christy’s departure.

2. The school-based practicum was tabled until Chard talks to the school about the parameters and to WES about the sites acceptability as an official site.

3. The time of EDP 703 was discussed. It was suggested that students who are going to supervise should enroll for one credit hour the first time they enroll in EDP 665. ACTION: Stilwell will check and see if this is already written in the doctoral handbook.

4. The dissertation proposal course was discussed. It was suggested that the course be taught in a shortened form during the first eight weeks of the fall semester. It was also recommended that chairs have weekly meetings with students working on their dissertations. This should be documented in a weekly sign-off sheet.
