Informational Items

1. A Second Year Master’s Student Representative was still not found.

Old Business

1. Place for October 21, 1997 CPAC Meeting will be DH33.

2. A joint meeting with SPAC was held.

a. Course Prerequisites and Course Sequencing was discussed. Necessary background for courses will be required but may be obtained through directed reading when necessary. Students must accept the responsibility to carry through on such commitments. More exposure to Counseling Theories will be added to the SPAC sections of EDP 605.

b. EDP 630 will be split into two sections, one for SPAC and one for CPAC students. They will be offered at the same time to allow for combining sections at times to promote cross fertilization.

c. Guidance Degree was discussed. While people so interested may take some SPACE courses, the responsibility for the resources to support such a problem will have to come from CPAC. Further discussion will be focused there.

d. The development of a joint program was addressed. Given the information that programs utilizing that model have not fared well – the cost in resources has outweighed the potential, expected benefits – so that they have discontinued its use, and that most programs are operating with the separate but coordinated model, the decision was made not to pursue joint development further.

3. Minority Recruitment and recruitment in general was discussed. Plans to contact area schools to arrange visits by faculty student teams should be initiated. Assignments and budget for reimbursement of travel costs (below) are being considered by the GS.

5. Students including information about themselves on the departmental Internet Homepage will be encouraged. Students from all areas who wish to do so will be added, others can choose not to participate. Dr. Stilwell will up-date the Homepage as necessary.

6. Cultural Diversity will be specifically mentioned in syllabi and addressed in actual class interactions.

7. Domestic Violence Workshop/Certification/CEU’s must be attended by licensed and certified psychologists in order to keep their certifications. Drs. P. and R. Remer will attend the  workshop offered November 20. We have received materials from the Governor’s Office describing the training and will develop a parallel workshop to meet the requirements so students and faculty can meet the requirement here. We will also offer the workshop to members of the community for CEU’s, when it has been developed and accredited.

8. Dr. Prout explained the steps being taken to develop an Internship Consortium. He will work on it further with Dr. Stilwell, in light of developments regard the move by APPIC/APA for only Post-doctoral Internships.

9. Dr. DeMers offers a course in Ethics (EDP 776: Seminar in School Psychology: Ethics). Students interested will be encouraged to enroll.

10. No Student Issues were discussed.
