Old Business
1.      WES reported that the EDS graduation rates had improved. ACTION: KMC email summer graduates asking them to update their status with WES for the webpage.
2.      The new faculty line update will move forward now that KMC has the numbers to upgrade the request 
3.      The clinic forms for documenting supervision was tabled but students are reminded to use the check sheet when beginning employment at any new practicum sites. ACTION: PR will check with Barry Cecil on the progress of his EDS project.
4.      LPCC changes were tabled. ACTION: WES will talk to someone from the state board regarding 1) program requirements and the concern about hours post masters vs. post-60 hours, e.g., need for 708, 2) qualification of EDP604 for development course and 3) the need for EDP640
5.      Goals and competencies for the next APA site visit were discussed. Doctoral students should be prepared to assist individual faculty with each of the section. ACTION: Faculty chose specific areas for assignment. WES will take A, G, H, and the tables, SR will take C, PR will take D, KMC will take E and F, and RR was assigned B. WES will mail the form to RR. 
6.      KMC informed CPAC of the newest updates on the group room issued. PR proposed having a fundraiser for renovation of a group room. ACTION: CPAC agreed that this item should be put on the agenda for the next department faculty meeting.
7.      The summer 12-week course was tabled. 
8.      PR agreed to write the masters case and will have it ready for the next CPAC meeting during the first week of November
9.      PR updated CPAC on the clinic’s HIPAA compliance.  She reported that we are in compliance at this time. She will keep CPAC posted if there are any new developments.
10.     CPAC reviewed the new policy of “C” grades. ACTION: WES will insert wording from the last meeting into the doctoral handbook.

New Business
1.      The October 1, 2002 CPAC Minutes were approved. 
2.      CPAC reviewed the applications for spring practicum and noted that several students did not submit applications for 1-hour practicum. In addition, very few students submitted the forms on time. ACTION: Students are encouraged to monitor due dates in the handbooks and all current applications for Spring 2003 practicum were approved. 
3.      The doctoral students raised some concern over the remediation period for the doctoral preliminary exam. ACTION: WES and KMC will look into the matter and provide the students and CPAC with the current handbook codification. 
4.      CPAC discussed the fact that clinical psychology seems to have a list of supervisors that they use for supervision of 1 credit hour practicum students. It was suggested that faculty may want to call local graduates of the program and see if the would be willing to provide this service as well.  ACTION: This item was tabled for further discussion after the EDP meeting.
5.      WES raised the issue of feedback received by doctoral students on their writing assignments from the first week of EDP606. ACTION: Faculty should supply feedback to the students and discuss how this project worked at the next CPAC meeting. 
6.      WES noted that several of the clinic, CTSR, and department websites have not been upgraded in years. ACTION: Faculty should review the websites to make sure the links are active.
