Old Business
1.      EDS program rate updates were tabled. 
2.      Summer 12-week course was tabled. ACTION: P. Remer will talk to Rob Shapiro
3.      CPAC gave the new faculty line request to Tom Prout and will arrange to meet with Dean Sagan soon.  Thank you to Rory Remer for all of his efforts. 
4.      The meeting with UofL faculty was tabled.
5.      Review of forms for documenting supervision was tabled until next meeting.  ACTION: PR will bring forms to the next meeting.  WES will post all relevant information on the web.  
6.      ACTION: WES will make edits regarding student practicum supervision over breaks and place them in the masters handbook. 
7.      The retreat minutes were approved.
8.      KMC updated CPAC on the graduate school rules for joint degrees.  Students must complete sep. qualifying exams and two dissertations. CPAC decided that it would be worth pursuing joint degrees with several programs including JD, MBA, and DrPH.
9.      The applying to doctoral programs seminar will be Nov 2nd with RR and Eric Anderman. Emails to follow.
