1. The Levenson report concerning brief therapy training was circulated. They found that 59% of graduate programs and 96% of internship programs were offering training in brief therapy models.

2. The school-based practicum was tabled until Dr. Chard finds out more information.

6. The first year masters students supplied feedback on the information to be sent to incoming students. ACTION: Dr. Chard will integrate this information with school psychology's materials for dissemination this spring.

5. CPAC discussed the concern that several practicum sites do not offer enough (any) direct client contact hours. ACTION: Stilwell will look into the sites in question and bring a list to the next CPAC meeting.
