Old Business

1. The clinic forms for documenting supervision was tabled until the next meeting

2. LPCC changes were tabled. ACTION: WES will talk to someone from the state board regarding 1) program requirements and the concern about hours post masters vs. post-60 hours, e.g., need for 708, 2) qualification of EDP604 for development course and 3) the need for EDP640. If 604 is denied for our students we should examine what other KY universities are using for the development course. 

3. Goals and competencies for the next APA site visit were discussed. It is likely that the report will be due 9/01/03.  WES will ask for an extension noting that we have faculty on sabbatical in spring, summer and fall of 2003. 

4. Faculty council is meeting tomorrow and will report back to CPAC on developments with the group room issue. .

5. The summer 12-week course was tabled. 

6. PR wrote the masters exam case.  She will circulate the case to CPAC members for editing and approval.

New Business

1. The October 15, 2002 CPAC Minutes were approved. 

2. CPAC discussed the possible need for two sections of 661.  ACTION: KMC will check the enrollment in 666 and will talk to Dr. Prout about obtaining funds for a TA. reviewed the applications for spring practicum and noted that several students did not submit.

3. CPAC reminded the 2nd year masters students that they should be considering enrollment in 782 for the spring semester.  

4. CPAC discussed enrollment in 708 for doctoral interns.  ACTION: CPAC agreed that students should enroll in 3 hours of internship the semester they apply for internship.  The other 3 hours may be taken either the semester before or after depending on their enrollment needs.  WES will look into ways to avoid giving students an incomplete in 708 so they do not go on internship with an incomplete on their transcript.
