Informational Items

1. Bethe Korfhage and Mike Dudley received the Hagar Award for KPA research. Congratulations.

2. Thank you, Julie Bake and Kelly Fricker for arranging the masters student brunch.

Old Business

1. EdS program rate update was tabled. ACTION: Faculty will contact all of their students who have not yet filed for an EdS.

2. Summer 12 week course update ws tabled.

3. ADA/Diversity/syllabus checklist was tabled. ACTION: WES will create for faculty for the spring semester.

4. CPAC discussed the request for a new faculty line. ACTION: Faculty should try to find starting salaries for minority candidates at other institutions.

5. CPAC discussed meeting with UofL faculty. ACTION: KMC will email dates for everyone to check their schedules.

6. CPAC discussed creating dual programs with other departments. ACTION: KMC will ask the faculty  senate to address some suggested changes and CPAC will discuss this further at the fall retreat.

7. Oscar gave CPAC the final report from the masters students on their clinic duties. CPAC agreed that during the spring semester students could change their coverage to 9, 12, and 4 for ½ hour, Monday through Friday as long as the students create the schedule and make sure all times are covered each week.

8. The practicum site check list was tabled until next meeting.

9. KMC reported that the MR/DD practicum possibility does not have appropriate supervision in place for any of our students. The information was conveyed to Dr. Prout to see if other arrangements could be made.

10.  CPAC discussed including other programs in the Masters Welcome Day and decided that due to their different formats the programs should meet separately.

New Business

1. The October 16, 2001 CPAC Minutes were approved.

2. CPAC discussed with the students the issues with the spring course schedule. It was noted that several of the courses that students need for CPC and PA are full. KMC reported that faculty are aware of this and extra sessions will be taught in Fall 2002. In addition the possibility of finding additional faculty in the Spring will be explored.

3. CPAC agreed to divide coverage of 708 supervision over the Spring and Summer months while faculty were on sabbatical.

4. The students asked that they receive a copy of the doctoral handbook. ACTION: WES will make the book a required text for 606 each year.

5. CPAC discussed practicum acceptances, noting that 708 students were missing and PW should be invited to the next meeting.
