Informational Items

1. Dr. Stilwell worked out an arrangement with the Graduate School for defending dissertations while on internship and still being able to register for EDP749.

2. Mr. Matthew McGeorge was introduced. He was sitting in for Ms. Johnson who had to be elsewhere.

Old Business

1. Minority Recruitment and recruitment in general was discussed.

     a. Mr. Hancock reported on attending Career Day at Georgetown College. He noted we need to be better prepared with posters and the departmental videotape in the future.

     b. Dr. Feist-Price mentioned she had talked to Kentucky State. They seem to want a more general presentation about the Grad School. If they want to hear about our program she will arrange to visit.

2. Doctoral Student Mentoring was Tabled sine Mr. Dwyer was absent.

3. Dr. Stilwell presented two revisions to the Doctoral Student Handbook ) 

     a. The new procedure for confirming the structure of Doctoral Qualifying Examinations was added.

     b. The explanation/description of registration for EDP769/749 was expanded.

Both revisions were approved with thanks.

New Business

1. The Minutes of the November 4, 1997 CPAC Meeting were approved.

2. Masters' Comprehensive Exams were distributed to be scored. They will be discussed at the next CPAC meeting.

3. CPS Clinic Financial Crisis was discussed by Dr. P. Remer. With the $630 from Columbia we are ahead of last year about $800. However, last year we ran a deficit of between $4000-6000 (depending on whose accounting you

believe). This year the Dean has said that any deficits will have to be covered by the department. The budget has been cut to the bare minimum, with no assessment materials or other supplies being replaced. Ideas for increasing revenues based on the perceived causes were suggested. We might try to increase the summer and vacation client loads, do more outreach and advertising to increase client loads, or increase fees. Any suggestions were/are welcomed.

4. Reestablishing the Guidance Counseling degree/program was suggested since we are getting a number of requests. The possibilities and difficulties were listed. The major change would be in having to offer more late afternoon and evening classes and summer ones. The question of whether

students would come for a 36 hour Master's was mentioned. Dr. Stilwell will do more assessment of the pro's and con's and bring the information to our next meeting. The possibility of expanding enrollment in the Master's program by 5 or so students a year, may make the effort worthwhile.

5. Mr. Hancock suggested establishing a practicum site with the Mobile Outreach Center. The idea seems worth exploring further. He and Dr. Stilwell will look into the possibility for the future and report back.

6. The Course Prerequisite changes (addition of "With a Grade of B or better" to Minimum Competency Courses) submitted to the Courses and Curriculum Committee were in need of revision. They were distributed among the faculty to complete and have typed before resubmission to the

Committee.

7.  The Question of when Master's Students could have the opportunity to give feedback about the Program was raised. A decision was made to invite those who wish to provide input to come to the last CPAC meeting each semester, since we no longer have exit interviews.

8. Student Issues

     One student issue was considered, the request was denied.

     ***** requested a waiver of the requirement that the two doctoral practica be at different sites.
