Informational Items

Old Business

1. EdS program graduation rates will be revisited in January.

2. Summer 12-week course was tabled.

3. The syllabus checklist for ADA/Diversity was tabled.

4. The new faculty line update was tabled. ACTION: Chard will integrate the information WES found a give a copy of the proposal to CPAC in the next meeting.

5. Meeting with the UofL was tabled until we hear back from UofL regarding dates.

6. KMC reported that the faculty senate secretary said that Dean Kalika from the graduate council should be contacted regarding the dual dissertation policy for joint degree students. ACTION: KMC will draft a memo to Dean Kalika.

7. Watts reported that the first year students agreed to the plan for clinic coverage next semester, including ½ hour blocks at 9, 12, and 4. The students will be responsible for creating and maintaining the schedule.

8. CPAC discussed the practicum form checklist – KMC agreed to mail John Elliott to remind him to send CPAC the list.

9. WES is still receiving practicum and internship applications. CPAC cannot make supervision assignments until all applications have been received. ACTION: Students please remember to get your applications in on time in the future.

10.  Ford reported that the second year masters students reported the following concerns about advising 1) not aware when IQ and personality were being taught 2) lack of helpful advising – including advisors that are too busy 3) and bad advice regarding course sequencing. CPAC noted that some of the concerns can be alleviated by students consulting the two-year plan on the web and making appointments with faculty ahead of scheduling deadlines.

New Business

1. The November 6, 2001 CPAC Minutes were approved.

2. Faculty should plan on grading the doctoral preliminary exam by the Monday before the next CPAC meeting.

3. RR noted that his section of 661 is full and there are still several students who would like to enroll in the course. CPAC decided that SR should take the additional section. ACTION: RR and SSR will decide if the students will be able to choose which section they enroll in or if they will be split by the faculty. KMC will contact Dr. Cumberland about teaching the open section of practicum.
