Informational Items
1.      Rory Remer will email the student wishing to take masters courses at UK under a Fulbright with clarifying questions.

Old Business
1.      The CPC/PA/EDS edits were tabled.
2.      The students decided that they would like to have a pre-interview party separate from the school psychology students for space and logistics reasons. 
3.      The Remer’s agreed to meet with the Dean regarding the EDS program and our need to increase completion numbers within a year. 
4.      Spring courses for 2nd year masters students was tabled
5.      EDP663 practicum will be given to the Course and Curriculum Committee for review.
6.      Specialty certificate programs were tabled until the next CPAC meeting.

10.     CPAC made edits to required coursework for the CPC/PA.  ACTION: Chard will request that the outline be placed on the next EDP agenda. 
11.     The students asked for more clarification of the requirements for the doctoral preliminary exam. ACTION: Dr. Stilwell agreed to make edits to the doctoral handbook and give them to CPAC to review. 
12.     The students asked that the faculty provide more training in suicide assessment. ACTION: P. Remer will look into providing in-service training.
13.     A reminder that students seeing clients over break should make sure they have supervision arranged with their sites.
14.     P. Remer noted that the state oral exam appears to be focusing on career cases.  Students are encouraged to be aware of this when they begin preparing for the exam.
