Informational Items

1. The Remers will be out Friday the 10th through Monday the 13th for Rory’s surgery. Best of luck to Rory.

2. The number of applicants applying to Counseling Centers is down. Good news for our students.

Old Business

1. P. Remer has begun meeting with Michelle on the Minimum Competency Courses

2. School based practicum was tabled

3. Dr. Chard will meet with the students at the beginning of the next semester to discuss when to teach the EVT course next year.

4. Dr. Stilwell noted that few than five practicum sites do not guarantee direct client contact hours. CPAC decided that the first 6 students that apply IN THE SPRING for the a summer practicum will be allowed to enroll in the class, this is based on successful completion on EDP 661.

5. Masters students completing hours for a CPC or a PA should enroll in 1 or 2 credit hours of EDP 708 under Dr. Stilwell, they should not enroll in EDP 665. CPAC agreed to assist Dr. Stilwell with the supervision of these students this spring. If a student is doing more than 8 hours on a site, they should enroll for at least 2 credit hours of EDP708.

6. CPAC discussed the student concern about enrolling in EDP708 and having to pay out of state tuition. ACTION: Dr. Stilwell will talk to Dean Shapiro in  the search for solutions.

New Business

1. The November 2nd CPAC Meeting Minutes were approved.

2. CPAC discussed the number of students that will need EDP 708 supervision starting next semester. ACTION: CPAC agreed to retreat early in the spring to find a way to distribute the students across the faculty, although they will be enrolled under Dr. Stilwell.

3. All of the doctoral students passed the preliminary exam. Congratulations!!

4. CE raised the concern that there are not enough test kits available to students taking EDP 640/642. CPAC acknowledged the issue, and stated that they try to buy new kits with money made available by the Chair of the Department each year. ACTION: Chard will put manuals for the IQ tests on permanent reserve under her name.

5. It was noted that Dr. Karen Lenhoff required the administration of the Stanford Binet in EDP 640. ACTION: Chard will talk to Dr. Danner and see it he as asked Dr. Lenhoff to teach this summer. If he has, Chard will call Lenhoff and ask her to no longer make the SB a requirement for EDP 640.

6. It has come to CPAC’s attention that doctoral students are reading each other’s qualifying exams. ACTION: Chard will post a list of reminders to the LISTSERV about exam policies.

7. ***** met with CPAC to discuss the practicum experience at Charter. R. Remer has decided to assign “B” in the course and CPAC is going to ask that the student enroll in Dr. Rostosky’s EDP 665 for the spring semester while the student does the practicum at Georgetown. Dr. Chard suggested ***** may want to seek counseling to work on anxiety in the face of testing and supervision.
