Information Items

2. No other information was shared.
Old Business
1. Chard Issues (Up-date): Dr.R. Remer reported that Dr. Chard has been removed as chair of all doctoral committees, but can remain as a member. Chairs will have to be found for he committee assignments. The process is eventuating—a count of all committee assignments is in progress.
2. CPS Clinic (Up-date):Dr. P. Remer reported that the CPS Clinic has officially changed to the CPS Center. Brochures describing the focus on Social Justice issues and the expanded services are in progress, in part as a project for the EDP703 students. The office has been reorganized to allow better wheel chair accessibility.

4. Preparation for next APA Accreditation site report/visit: Dr. Stilwell provided the assignments for the preparation of the next APA Self-study. They are:

New Business
1. The minutes of the September 20, 2005 were approved as circulated.
2. Student Issues

a. Tara Clark’s request to sit for the Doctoral Preliminary Exam early due to a profession commitment to present was granted. She will take the exam the Friday prior to the rest of the cohort and be sworn to secrecy regarding the questions.
b. The visiting students requested the consideration of a replacement for the Folio requirement. It is reported below. 
3. Folio Requirement: Dr. R. Remer suggested that the Folio requirement be dropped as essentially unenforceable and only partially functional. The students have offered a “Learning Contract” they developed as a substitute. Agreement on the concept was unanimous. A decision was made to take their basic structure, add a “Counseling Competence” section to it and offer it as a developing requirement to all CPAC student, since it may involve both the production by the Masters level students, mentoring and direction by the doctoral students, and evaluation, direction, and integration into the curriculum by the faculty. Students will be approached for input with the idea of giving present second years the choice between the Folio as it stands and producing a “Learning Contract” (though not necessarily having the materials available to fulfill it). The first years will be asked to pilot the developed requirement. The problems in implementing this plan will be addressed at the next CPAC meeting.
4. EDP630: Dr. P. Remer informed CPAC that some problems had arisen with some assumptions and lack of communication regarding an EDP630 requirement that makes use of the Clinic resources. Dr. R. Remer was asked to communicate the constraints to the instructor and students in order to open up the lines of communication. Dr. P. Remer will provide him the guidelines and restrictions she wishes implemented.
5. Fall 2005 Masters Comprehensive Exam Case: Dr. R. Remer submitted a case for consideration for the Masters Comprehensive exam. Due to lack of time it will be discussed at the next CPAC meeting after faculty have more time to consider it.
6. Dr. P. Remer asked that “Social Justice” issues be added to the agenda on a continuing basis.
7. The suggestion was made that CPAC draft a letter to the university administration (specifically Dr. Todd) urging some Social Justice training in light of the recent statements about minority/diversity enrollment figures. A letter will be drafted from CPAC in general, to be signed by whomever so desires with the option of adding personal comments as addenda.

8. Dr. Stilwell will tighten the wording regarding the submission of the Annual Doctoral Student Review materials—indicating that materials must be available and input clear stated so that that lack will not be grounds for appeal. Some indication of the specificity of the appeal statement will also be added, and perhaps a “statute of limitations” for any appeal be considered.
