4. What is (or will be) your contribution to issues of diversity and social justice?

5. What are your specific research interests?

Please be advised that the counseling psychology admissions committee does not use any single criterion for admissions decisions.  We consider GRE scores, GPA, letters of recommendation, previous professional and life experiences, diversity-related experiences and focus, career goals, research interests, and “fit” with overall program needs and goals.  This statement of purpose is an opportunity for you to convey to the faculty a more holistic view of your strengths and contributions as a  professional-in-training in this program.
