Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order by Interim Dean Rosetta Sandidge at 2:35 p.m. with 40 people present.  The minutes of the December 9, 2008 College of Education Faculty Meeting were approved.  
Action Items
Courses and Curricula Committee  Chair Lee Ann Jung presented the following item from the committee for review and approval by the College of Education faculty:

EFD 898 Request for Change in Undergraduate Program: Secondary English Education.
This change involves a major revision to the Bachelor of Arts in English Education.  

Rationale for the Changes:  The proposed changes to the Secondary English Education program are recommended in order to target highly relevant coursework towards persons intending to become English / language arts teachers in the public schools.  The courses that are recommended, including courses in the University Studies Program, are reflective of the need for pre-service candidates to study, learn, and understand issues of cultural and social diversity in the 21st century.  Coursework recommendations are also strategically aligned to satisfy requirements in writing, theatre, journalism and fine arts/humanities.

In the course of developing these recommendations, the chair of English education has met and consulted with department chairs and undergraduate program directors in art, communications, journalism/telecommunications, and theatre to ensure that these departments are willing and able to offer courses to SEED majors.  In all cases, these representatives have responded enthusiastically and agreed with the recommended revisions set forth here.  Additionally, area high school department chairs were consulted for input regarding perceived needs of new high school language arts teachers.  Finally, the secondary English program faculty voted unanimously to propose these changes.

Information and Discussion Items

Description of Summer School 2009 Enrollment Targets for the College of Education.  Associate Dean for Research and Graduate Studies, Deborah Slaton reported the outcome of the College’s proposal to pilot a different funding arrangement for the first and second summer session in 2009.  This proposal has been approved by the Provost’s Office and is outlined as follows:


1. The Provost’s Office will allow the College of Education to offer graduate-level courses that are required in programs for advanced teacher preparation (e.g., master’s, Rank II, and Rank I) even if the enrollment will not be sufficient to pay a the summer stipend for a faculty member to teach the course, or 10% of that faculty member’s salary. The target enrollment for these courses will be 6 students. 
2. This arrangement applies to courses in our college that are (a) graduate-level, (b) required as part of an advanced program for teachers and other school personnel, (c) are scheduled during the 8-week Summer II session, and (d) meet on campus. (Distance learning courses are not covered by this arrangement, and historically DL courses have been allowed to run with minimum enrollments, e.g. 5 for a graduate class and 10 for an undergraduate class.) 
Faculty members who are interested in adding a course to the 2009 Second Summer Session schedule, should process “pink sheets” to add the courses.  Additional courses should be added before UK’s spring break, or by March 13.

Associate Dean Slaton also described the summer school 2009 guidelines, some of which included:  plan of return of tuition revenue to the College; compensation for summer school instructors; summer schedules which should have at least 50% of course offerings taught by part-time instructors; target minimum enrollments for summer courses taught by tenure-track faculty; target minimum enrollments for summer I and II will be 19 students per undergraduate courses and 14 students per graduate course (500-level and above); summer II graduate-level courses in advanced teacher education will be 6.


Spring Research Conference at the University of Louisville, April 4, 2009:  Associate Dean Slaton announced that all graduate students in the College of Education are invited to participate in the annual Spring Research Conference to be held at University of Louisville on April 4, 2009. This event is co-sponsored by University of Kentucky, University of Cincinnati, and University of Louisville.  This conference will provide an opportunity for graduate students to present their planned, ongoing, or completed research projects. Students will receive feedback on their presentations and have the opportunity to network with students and faculty members from the participating universities. Brief proposals are due March 2, 2009.  The College of Education will pay travel expenses (mileage and parking), and UK students who attend the conference should submit a travel voucher to Michelle Traynor in 107 Taylor Education Building after travel is completed.  Registration is free, and breakfast and lunch are provided at the conference.
Inclusiveness Task Force: Semester Events.  Dr. Nancye McCrary (Co-Chair), on behalf of the Task Force, proposed to conduct a 15 minute discussion about the barriers we encounter within the College during the next faculty meeting.  The Task Force plans to create 3 to 4 diverse focus groups to help explore this issue.  Invitations to faculty to join the focus groups will be sent at a later date.  

Update from the College of Education Dean Search Committee. Committee Chair Debra Harley presented the report from the Dean’s Search Committee.  

Dr. Harley reported that interviews are under way and that a list of final candidates will be presented to the Provost.  Additional information will be forthcoming at future meetings.  


Announcements

Budget Update  Interim Dean Rosetta Sandidge had no additional updates regarding the budget.  Dean Sandidge did, however, announce the results of the College faculty search thus far.  She reported that we have three signed contracts and that we are waiting for three more offers to be signed.  In the meantime, we are expecting to receive word from another search committee on one more finalist.  Additional information will be shared during the next faculty meeting. 

KTIP and Senate Bill 59.  The College briefly discussed the possible statutory changes proposed for the Kentucky Teacher Internship Program (KTIP) which called for minimizing the role of the teach educator on KTIP evaluation committees.  SB 59 is planned to be introduced to the legislature later in the week. 

Teachers Who Made a Difference.  Dean Sandidge announced that nominations are being accepted for the 11th Annual Teachers Who Made a Difference program hosted by the College of Education.  The ceremony will take place on April 25, 2009, from 9:00-11:00 a.m., at the Student Center (Theatre and Great Hall).  Dan and Cheri Issel are the spokespersons for this event.
