Course Description

Study of the phonetic structure of the English language with requirement of mastery of the International Phonetic Alphabet.  Emphasis will be placed on phonetic transcription, and application will be made for students in general speech, speech-language pathology, radio, television, and theatre.
Purpose of the Course

The purpose of the course is for students to demonstrate knowledge of the sound characteristics of speech production and competency in transcription of normal and disordered speech using the International Phonetic Alphabet.  Class lectures will be supplemented by discussion, assigned readings, handouts, hands-on experiences, and audio-visual presentations.
Objectives:  The general purposes of this course are to strengthen student knowledge of how speech sound systems develop, strengthen understanding of the bases of symbol system use in description of normal and disordered speech, and develop competency in the transcription of speech using the International Phonetic Alphabet.  Readings, in-class activities, examinations, and handouts will focus on reflective decision making about factors impacting on the normal spectra of speech sounds in a speech community and about symbol selection for describing speech.  This course helps meet the required ASHA coursework standard in the areas of basic sciences and basic human communication processes.  It also addresses Kentucky’s New Teacher Standard IX (Demonstrates Implementation of Technology).

ASHA Standards used to guide the design of this course include: 

Standard III-B
The student must demonstrate knowledge of basic human communication and swallowing processes, including their biological, neurological, acoustic, psychological, developmental, and linguistic and cultural bases.
By the end of the semester, given assignments, oral presentations, class discussion, independent application activities, and exams, the students will be able to demonstrate the following learning:
· Transcribe normal speech using IPA (sentence length).

KERA themes and Initiatives used to guide the design of this course include: 
Course Integration with UK Educator Preparation Unit Themes:
 
This course will address the four themes of the conceptual framework for the UK professional education unit:  research, reflection, learning, and leading.  Students will be given the opportunity to review, analyze, discuss, and apply research from diverse perspectives in education, including professional scholarship and practitioner inquiry, in order to reflect on their own practices as they study, observe, and practice in P-12 school and university classrooms.  Reflection will also be integrated into students’ learning opportunities through the production of written work and analyses of observation and teaching experiences to help students take advantage of the analytical and problem-solving skills that comprise critical professional reflection on one’s own teaching. This course emphasizes the commitment of the professional education unit to assure that its graduates move into their professional lives equipped for life-long learning as educators who will be active in leading colleagues in their schools, districts, and professional organizations.  The ultimate goal in addressing these four themes is to produce teacher leaders who work together to improve student learning among diverse populations and improve education in Kentucky and beyond.

Course Integration with KERA Initiatives:

This course will provide students an opportunity to advance their knowledge and mastery of the “tools” associated with Kentucky education reform, including the Kentucky Learning Goals and Academic Expectations (LGAE), the Kentucky Program of Studies (POS), and the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System (CATS), which includes the Core Content for Assessment.  As students carry out projects and complete assignments that involve instructional activities for P-12 students in Kentucky schools, they will address one or more components of the KERA initiatives.  

Course Integration with the Themes of Diversity, Assessment, and Technology:
 
All UK professional education programs address and affirm the value of diversity in education, the use of technology to support all aspects of instructional programming, and the importance of attaining high levels of skill in assessing the outcomes of instruction.  This course will provide students an opportunity to demonstrate attention to these themes and reflect on the mechanisms that this course has provided to demonstrate improved skills in these areas.

Attendance Policy

Class will meet on Tuesday and Thursday mornings from 9:30 - 10:45 in Room 411 CTW.  Attendance is required because the primary source of information for the examinations will be the class lectures, discussions, transcription practice, and other in-class experiences.  Students will “sign-in” on an attendance sheet provided by the instructor at the beginning of each class period.   Students who have unexcused absences will not be permitted to make up unannounced quizzes, exercises, worksheets, etc. which are assigned in their absence.  


Students with multiple unexcused absences, exceeding 20% of the class contact hours, will not be given the “benefit of the doubt” when final grades are assigned at the end of the semester.  For example, if a student earns a final average grade of 89.447, the student with multiple unexcused absences may not receive an “A” for the class, while a student with good attendance may.  “Excused” absences are defined by the most recent University of Kentucky Student Rights and Responsibilities.  
Assignments & Grading:  The following assignments will be used to calculate your final grade in this course:

· Examination #1 - October 5th (100 points - lecture material and transcription)
· Examination #2 –  November 14th (100 points - lecture material and transcription)
· Examinations #3 & #4 – Thursday, December 14, 8:00 AM, Finals Week, 100 points each.   

One exam is based upon lecture material & readings, and the other is a transcription competency test.  These exams are comprehensive, i.e., based upon any and all material covered in the course.


CD majors and CD Pre-req students must receive a grade of 70 or higher on the transcription competency portion of the final exam to receive credit for the course.  CODI students failing to receive a grade of 70 or higher on the competency exam may receive no credit for the course.  Students who have an average failing grade in the course, and who fail the competency exam, will receive a failing grade for the course.  Students who have an average passing grade in the course, but fail the competency exam, will receive an incomplete (I) in the course, and must arrange to retake the competency exam.  A second failure of the competency exam, even with an average passing grade in the course, will result in a grade of E for the course. 

Unannounced quizzes and worksheets may be given at anytime.  Students who have unexcused absences will not be permitted to make up unannounced quizzes, exercises, worksheets, etc. that are assigned in their absence.


Students must transcribe accurately, neatly, and clearly on all transcription exams.  Transcription symbols that are unclear to the instructor will be counted as incorrect.


Make-up examinations will be given only in the case of an excused absence, as defined in the most recent University of Kentucky Student Rights and Responsibilities.  It is the student's responsibility to contact the instructor to schedule a make-up examination.  Suspected cheating during the examinations may result in the student receiving a failing grade for the course.  Penalties for academic offenses are explained in the University of Kentucky Student Rights and Responsibilities.

Grades for all activities except the competency based transcription exam will be will be calculated as follows:
