Students will be assigned numerous readings dealing with phonological development and disorders.  Additionally, materials in the clinic will be reviewed.

Course Policies

Class attendance is mandatory.  In the case of an absence, students should leave a message on the instructor’s answering machine using the phone number listed above.  Absences will result in a lowering of the overall course grade.  Unless prior arrangements are made, assignments submitted late will be penalized 10% for each day beyond the due date.

Course Description:

Critical review and discussion of clinical and developmental phonology research and phonological theories.  Study of the bases for normal and disordered phonological development from birth through age twelve.  Study of procedures for assessment and treatment of children with phonological disorders including the development of individualized remediation plans for expediting intelligibility gains.  Course will include information regarding second language acquisition and oral and written language as these relate to phonological systems.

About the Course:

This course will be taught in part, as a graduate seminar.  The expectation will be that all students have completed the readings and are prepared to engage in group discussion of the various topics.  The course instructor will lead discussion but will not simply lecture to the students.  There will be small group and individual in-class assignments, some will be used in calculation of the grade and others will not.  Students must complete all assignments in order to receive a grade for the course and class participation will be part of the final grade calculation.

Course Objectives:
The student will:

· evaluate the contributions of theories of articulation from the 1920s to present;

· describe and evaluate current theories of phonology;

· critically review current research in the fields of articulation and phonology;

· develop an assessment protocol for children presenting with articulation and phonological disorders;

· identify successful intervention strategies for use with child speech disorders;

· develop an appropriate assessment protocol and subsequent intervention program for children with developmental apraxia of speech;

· describe characteristics and plan assessment and remediation plans for individuals with organic etiologies;

· recognize the impact of dialectal and linguistic differences on development of speech;

· recognize the connections between phonological systems and literacy; and,

· review the future trends in phonology.

By the end of the semester, given article/reading critique assignments, oral presentations, class discussion, independent application activities, and essay exams, the students will be able to demonstrate the following learning outcomes.

· Students will participate in a number of assignments geared toward application of coursework to clinical settings.

UK Educator Preparation Themes
This course will address the four themes of the conceptual framework for the UK professional education unit:  research, reflection, learning, and leading.  Students will be given the opportunity to review, analyze, discuss, and apply research from diverse perspectives in education, including professional scholarship and practitioner inquiry, in order to reflect on their own practices as they study, observe, and practice in P-12 school and university classrooms.  Reflection will also be integrated into students’ learning opportunities through the production of written essays and analyses of observation and teaching experiences to help students take advantage of the analytical and problem-solving skills that comprise critical professional reflection on one’s own teaching. This course emphasizes the commitment of the professional education unit to assure that its graduates move into their professional lives equipped for life-long learning as educators who will be active in leading colleagues in their schools, districts, and professional organizations.  The ultimate goal in addressing these four themes is to produce teacher leaders who work together to improve student learning among diverse populations and improve education in Kentucky and beyond.

Integration of Syllabus with KERA Initiatives:
This course will provide students an opportunity to advance their knowledge and mastery of the “tools” associated with Kentucky education reform, including the Kentucky Learning Goals and Academic Expectations (LGAE), the Kentucky Program of Studies (POS), and the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System (CATS), which includes the Core Content for Assessment.  As students carry out projects and complete assignments that involve instructional activities for P-12 students in Kentucky schools, they will address one or more components of the KERA initiatives.  

Integration of the Syllabus with the Themes of Diversity, Assessment, and Technology:

Description of Assignments
Assessment Project:  Students are required to administer a test of articulation.  Students may select from three:  the Test of Minimal Articulation Competence, the Goldman-Fristoe Test of Articulation (original) or the Goldman-Fristoe Test of Articulation 2.  Students should identify a child if at all possible, obtain consent, and then administer the test while tape recording the session.  Adults can be used if no children are available.  A brief report, the cassette or video tape, and the test form must be submitted for the grade for this assignment.
Development of Learning Modules (Doctoral Students Only):  Students will be assigned a topic from the textbook.  They will develop a lecture based on the information provided.  Each student will develop lecture notes, a PowerPoint presentation, clinical application activities and a reference list.  The length of the presentation will be 90 minutes.  Grading will involve evaluation of the notes, PowerPoint, activities, and reference list as well as the quality of the presentation.  The modules will be placed on Blackboard and all students can access the information. A draft of the proposed presentation and the reference list must be provided to the instructor and approved at least 1 week prior to the presentation.

Research Abstract:  Students must identify a research article in the communication disorders literature that deals with assessment or treatment of articulation or phonological disorders.  Article selection must be approved by the course instructor.  Students will review the article and develop an abstract of the article.  Students will be responsible for information presented in the abstract on homework, quizzes, or examinations.
In-class exercises:  This course is designed to be interactive.  During many sessions, students will complete in-class assignments.  In some cases, these assignments will be evaluated and scores will be included with the “quiz” calculations to total 100 pts.  In other cases, the assignments will be part of the learning activities of the class, and not graded.  Students will receive ample notice if an in-class assignment requires preparation before the class session. 

In-class quizzes:  Students may be assigned readings and other activities that will be completed outside of class.  Unannounced quizzes will be used to ensure that students keep up with all course readings. In other cases, the quizzes will occur at the end of the daily session and cover the information presented that day.

Homework:  Assignments for work at home will be given periodically throughout the semester.  Students should work independently unless otherwise informed.
HAPP-3 Assignment:  Students will be provided responses to the HAPP-3.  They must score the performance using the assessment form and using the computerized scoring program.  
Development of Cycle Lessons.  In an effort to increase students’ professional libraries, this assignment will be completed by all students and shared via Blackboard.  Students will receive a case study and will develop a treatment session using the Cycle approach.  Students will complete a lesson plan and will provide summary information to explain activities for reference for all students.  

Examination. There will be one examination at the end of the course.  The exam will be composed of two parts, one take home and one on the last day of class. For the take home assignments, students will be provided with 2 case studies of children with an articulatory or phonological disorder.  They will evaluate background information, score test protocols that were given to the child, and develop a plan of treatment. The exam must be done independently with NO group work outside of class on the take home assignment. The take home will be given out two weeks prior to the end of the course and will be due the last day of class.

The final examination in class will be based on clinical cases and on important concepts of the course.

Competency Assignments


Peer Reviews.  Students will be required to complete peer reviews of the learning module presentations.  Forms for the reviews will be provided to the students during the class meeting.  Comments will be typed and returned so anonymity will be guaranteed.  The scores from these reviews will not be used to calculate a student's grade.  However, students should begin developing supervisory and evaluative skills. There are no point values assigned for calculation of the reviewers’ grade, but the reviews must be completed in order to receive the grade for the course.


In-Class Assignments. As mentioned above, some in-class assignments will be completed as part of the daily class activities and will not be evaluated for a grade.  
NOTE:  Students who perform below expected levels on any assignments will be required to complete additional assignments to demonstrate competency of the skill or knowledge.  This activity may occur after the course has been offered and will be related to graduation under ASHA Accreditation Standards.
