This course poses the question “What is Enlightenment?” from the perspective of voyage. We will examine the manifold connections in eighteenth-century western thought and practice between journey and discovery; between notions of movement in space, time, and social, moral, progress; between expansion of the mind and expansion of geographic and cultural boundaries. 

In travel journals such as Bougainville’s discovery of Tahiti or Diderot’s Supplément au voyage de Bougainville; in Montesquieu’s novel, Lettres persanes, or in his seminal political text De l’esprit des lois; in Chardin’s Voyage en Perse; Voltaire’s Lettres anglaises; Diderot’s and D’Alembert’s plan of the Encyclopédie; or in Rousseau’s Discours, these fictional and non-fictional travel accounts and treatises all attest to the integral relation between the journey and what was considered social, intellectual, moral, and cultural progress. We will explore actual accounts of voyage and the abundant metaphors of travel that often gave definition to the Enlightenment project. Yet, we will also explore a “dark side” of the Enlightenment and its relation to notions of voyage. Our discussion will take into consideration the thinking of certain late twentieth-century philosophers and critics (Horkheimer, Adorno, Foucault) who underscore often negative attributes and consequences of western Enlightenment discovery, progress, and expansion.

Work for this course includes class presentations; two or three short papers; a mid-term exam; and a research paper.  

For MATWL students, assignments that have been asterisked correspond to specific New Teacher Standards. In this course, I have implemented Standards I, II, III, IV, V, VI. The goals of Standards VII –Engages in Professional Development and Standard VIII-Knowledge of Content, involve all my students in all graduate as well as undergraduate classes. I will also ask students to “Demonstrate Implementation of Technology”(Standard IX) by working on bibliographical material in on-line venues of libraries and other resources. Though first and foremost the student takes graduate classes in order to develop knowledge of the French language, literature and culture at diverse historical moments, there are several ways of linking the graduate experience of gaining knowledge and insight and the ability to analyze critically with the experience of learning how to teach.  
The course will also provide occasions for future French teachers to reflect on the teaching strategies and methods that they could employ in their future work. Presentations using technology-assisted instruction and learning in concert with the Kentucky Technology Standards will be expected of MATWL students as well as implementation of developmentally appropriate strategies in foreign language lessons and activities, choosing of appropriate teaching materials and sources for all students, and engaging in professional development. The course will also provide opportunities for future French teachers to reflect on the teaching strategies and methods that they could employ in their future work. Presentations using technology-assisted instruction and learning in concert with the Kentucky Technology Standards will be expected of MATWL students as well as implementation of developmentally appropriate strategies in foreign language lessons and activities, choosing of appropriate teaching materials and sources for all students, and engaging in professional development.
Per UK professional education Programs Themes:
This course will address the four themes of the conceptual framework for the UK professional education unit:  research, reflection, learning, and leading.  Students will be given the opportunity to review, analyze, discuss, and apply research) from diverse perspectives in education, including professional scholarship and practitioner inquiry, in order to reflect on their own practices as they study, observe, and practice in P-12 school and university classrooms.  Reflection will also be integrated into students’ learning opportunities through the production of written essays and analyses of observation and teaching experiences to help students take advantage of the analytical and problem-solving skills that comprise critical professional reflection on one’s own teaching. This course emphasizes the commitment of the professional education unit to assure that its graduates move into their professional lives equipped for life-long learning as educators who will be active in leading colleagues in their schools, districts, and professional organizations.  The ultimate goal in addressing these four themes is to produce teacher leaders who work together to improve student learning among diverse populations and improve education in Kentucky and beyond.
Integration of Syllabus with KERA Initiatives:
This course will provide students an opportunity to advance their knowledge and mastery of the tools associated with Kentucky education reform, including the Kentucky Learning Goals and Academic Expectations (LGAE), the Kentucky Program of Studies (POS), and the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System (CATS), which includes the Core Content for Assessment.  As students carry out projects and complete assignments that involve instructional activities for P-12 students in Kentucky schools, they will address one or more components of the KERA initiatives.  


Integration of the Syllabus with the Themes of Diversity, Assessment, and Technology: 
All UK professional education programs address and affirm the value of diversity in education, the use of technology to support all aspects of instructional programming, and the importance of attaining high levels of skill in assessing the outcomes of instruction.  This course will provide students an opportunity to demonstrate attention to these themes and reflect on the mechanisms that this course has provided to demonstrate improved skills in these areas.
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
