 

MUS 360 General Music I: Syllabus for the Fall 2005 semester

This course is designed for music  education majors with junior standing. It is required for teacher  certification in general music, instrumental music or vocal music. The course  content will focus on the philosophy, the curriculum, and the process  involved in promoting musical development of children in the elementary,  middle, and high school environment. In addition, the study of music will be  discussed in the context of the total school curriculum and students will  learn the role of the music educator as an effective teacher in the  contemporary classroom.

The course content aligns with the  philosophy of preparing future teachers as a reflective thinking individual  and provides information and activities for students to meet the Kentucky New  Teachers Standards and National Association of Schools of Music (NASM) standards. Students will examine the National Standards for the Arts--music  standards as recommended by the Music Educators National Conference (MENC)),  and the Program of Studies for Kentucky Schools Grades Primary-12.  Presentations in this class will reflect lesson activities in the framework  of the Kentucky Core Content for Assessment along with current issues related  to diversity, technology, equal-access, etc.

Objectives:

At the end of the course, students will be able to:

1. Express a philosophical basis for general music in the school  curriculum;

2. Describe the learning styles of children and how they relate  to music learning;

3. Describe the current trends in  education and music education, the general school curriculum,   

     and how music  fits in the overall curriculum goals as well as educational goals in  Kentucky;

4. Describe how music teachers  function in the total school environment; interact with teachers 

    of other  subject areas, and cooperate with school administrators;

5. Describe the influence of modern  technology on music education and integrate the use of 

    technology into  teaching general music;

6. Describe characteristics of  effective teachers and how they can be used in the music 

    classroom;

7. Demonstrate classroom management  techniques;

8. Describe music teaching approaches advocated by prominent  music educators including 

    Orff, Kodaly, and Dalcroze;

9. Demonstrate techniques in using the voice, soprano recorder,  and selected classroom 

    instruments suitable for teaching school music;

10. Organize music activities,  create strategies, plan lessons and study guides using appropriate  

     objectives, and assess learner outcomes;

Textbook, Instrument and others:

No textbook but Course Manual is required  and is available at Johnny Print’s. Soprano Recorder---(Baroque  fingering) is also required.

Field Experience: Each student will do observation and mini-teaching in the schools  for a total of 12 hours. Written field reports and an observation journal  will be required.

Class Attendance: Full participation in class and in team assignments is of utmost  importance. Most of the learning in this class will take place during actual  experiences in music activities, thus class attendance is expected from every  student. Students missing five or more classes will have the final course grade lowered by one letter. Students missing nine or more classes will fail the course. All absences are recorded, make-up work is allowed only for excused absences and must be completed within a week of the original due date.

Assignments: Assignments in the form of article reports, teaching ideas, mini  teaching, lesson plans, self-evaluation, journals etc. will be given  throughout the semester. Assignments must be submitted on time to be  accepted or graded. Written assignments must be typed.

Music Skills: Students will show competency in singing and using classroom instruments for general music classes.

Portfolio:  Students will submit a portfolio representing the student’s work throughout the semester. This is done by completing worksheets in the Course Manual.
