Grade D A grade of D indicates unsatisfactory achievement of knowledge/performance in
required courses within the major and will not give credit for graduation. The
grade indicates the student is not competent to pursue the next level of course
work or to utilize effectively the subject matter in relevant societal roles. For
other elective departmental courses, a grade of D indicates minimal acceptable
achievement of knowledge/performance skills.
