Jacquie and Don,

We are continuing our updating revisions to the Senate Rules, Section V.  In particular, SR5.2.3 states "A student in any undergraduate college shall be classified by the University Registrar  as a sophomore upon completion of 30 credit hours, a junior upon completion of 60 credit hours, and a senior upon completion of 90 credit hours."

The SREC considered that the above language begged the clarification as to what constitutes an "undergraduate college," and would like to change the language to "A student in a Any undergraduate student college shall be classified by the University Registrar  as a sophomore upon completion ..."

However, before inserting the above as an editorial clarification, the SREC directed me to inquire to you as to whether there is something we are not aware of that contraindicates the above change.
