College of Fine Arts Research and Creative Activity Travel Grant Guidelines

The Office of the Vice President for Research has provided approximately $10,000 to the College to support research and creative activity for which other monies are not normally available. (Please see www.rgs.uky.edu/faculty/ for information on other research support funds.)

Criteria for Selection:  

1.  Preference will be given to junior faculty after their first year and 


particularly  to those in their second, third and fourth years prior to 


tenure.

2.   Projects which are international, interdisciplinary and/or collaborative 


in nature are strongly encouraged.

3.   For spring awards, preference will be given to those who have not 


received a grant in the previous semester. 

4. Quality and thoroughness of proposal (samples of previously funded 

proposals are available for review)


5.   “Value Added” –does this activity attempt to make other connections/network, “piggyback” a conference with a visit to special collections, or to further one’s research in other ways


             6.   Proposals will not be accepted after the travel has occurred, except




under exceptional circumstances

Format of Proposals: 

1. A narrative, not to exceed one page, describing the project, and how it   

fits into current and future research/creative activity goals. A statement on how this project might strategically position the faculty member for further grants should also be included.

2. A detailed budget for the amount request that specifies expenses relative to proposed activity and itinerary. 

3. Documentation (e.g. invitation to speak/letter of proposal acceptance, description of the conference, importance of conference, etc.)

4. A current curriculum vitae (no more than 5 pages—DO NOT include your full cv)
5. Completed Proposal Form Cover Sheet (see attached)

Deadlines:

Fall deadline: Friday, October 7, 2005.  Spring deadline: March 1, 2006.
No more than two-thirds of the total amount to be awarded will be distributed during the 

first (October) review period. 
Review Process: The Associate Dean will review applications to determine if
more appropriate funding sources exist. These must be pursued before applying to this 
grant program. All other grants will be forwarded to the review committee for final 

funding decisions.

NOTE: TRAVEL MUST BE COMPLETED WITHIN THIS FISCAL YEAR (BY June 30th)

Should you receive a grant, please note that the UK Research Foundation and the College of Fine Arts must be acknowledged as providing support. Please ensure that this credit is included in the final “product” of your research/creative activity.
