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Fiscal year close was successfully completed the first week of July.
Beginning with the new fiscal year, the MCL EBSCO renewal invoices as well as any MCL invoices for electronic resources will be paid by the Acquisitions Unit of the Collections and Technical Services Division of Young Library.  The state materials budget for 2009/2010 was allocated and input into Voyager by mid-July.  

By August 2, 2009, a spreadsheet of journal titles acquired through EBSCO was sent to Kate Seago and Stephanie Aken.  The spreadsheet included format changes for all Karger, Cambridge University Press, Sage, and Oxford University Press titles; the print cancellation of the Thieme titles; and new electronic titles approved for purchase for FY10.  

For three days in August, Voyager was taken down to upgrade it to version 7.1.0.  There were few changes to the staff side of Voyager with one exception—the appearance of two new check boxes in the item records.   The new check boxes are designed to work with a self-check-out system.  Depending on which box is checked in Voyager determines whether the self-check-out system will sensitize/desensitize the item or not.
Work began on the Q-QE and T-TX project.  The location of each title on the spreadsheet was determined.  If the title from another campus library was shelved in storage or was actually on the shelf of the campus library, the title was withdrawn from the MCL collection.  The withdrawal of the monographs occurred first.  Before the sets or the subject-classified serials could be identified and withdrawn, CTS began working on the withdrawal of the indexes and abstracts from the MCL collection.  That project is still in progress.  
On September 1, 2009, the Assistant Director of the Medical Center Library’s Collections and Technical Services began reporting to the Associate Dean of Collections and Technical Services at Young Library.
