The Mary C. Bingham Seminar and Study Tour

The Gaines Center for the Humanities invites you to submit an application for the one-semester instructorship of the Mary C. Bingham Seminar in the Humanities.

[image: image1.wmf]This seminar is faculty-designed and therefore affords an opportunity to prepare a seminar of your own choice so long as it relates to some aspect of the humanities. The instructor need not be a humanities professor.

The seminar is unusually attractive for both students and faculty because it is of two parts:  an on-campus, one-semester seminar, followed by a two- to four-week summer travel program, field study, or site visit (conducted during the 4-week summer session).  The intention is to allow participating students to see and examine close-at-hand what they have studied the previous semester. 

The seminar also includes the Thomas D. Clark Lectureship in the Humanities, which allows the seminar instructor to invite a distinguished person in the field of study to offer two lectures, one for the public and the other for the seminar.  The Clark Lectureship will provide an honorarium of up to $2,000 and will also cover transportation and hospitality expenses of the speaker.
