The Gray Art Experience

The Gray Art Experience is a capstone experience for senior Gaines Fellows, the major purpose of which is to study contemporary art in a major U.S. city. Since the inception of the Gray Art Experience, this purpose has been realized in one of the world’s art capitals, New York City, and therefore the trip has allowed Fellows to experience some of what an alpha world city—a city with global influences in media, politics, education, commerce, entertainment, and fashion—has to offer. The art experience is named for Humanities Foundation, Inc. Board member Jim Gray, who proposed and sponsored the inaugural trip in 2000, and who provided the lead gift for the art experience endowment. 
The itinerary is constructed to broaden and enhance the Fellows’ appreciation of the arts. The trip typically includes visits to the Metropolitan Museum of Art, the Museum of Modern Art, the Whitney Museum of American Art, P.S.1 Contemporary Art Center, and many Chelsea galleries. In some years the itinerary has included visits to the Frick Collection and the Guggenheim Museum.
