Executive Summary: 
 
Cane Run Watershed in Fayette and Scott County Kentucky was identified as a 
priority watershed by the State Watershed Framework Steering Committee.  
Funding from this grant was used to establish a non-profit corporation and a 
Watershed Council to facilitate public participation in local, state and federal 
efforts to improve the watershed. 
 
Specific activities included: 
 

• Setup and registry of the corporation Friends of Cane Run Inc. 
• Registry and setup of the Cane Run Watershed Website www.canerun.org  
• (Home Page Print Attached) 
• Formation of the Cane Run Watershed Council in cooperation with the 

Scott County Conservation District, University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture and the Fayette County Neighborhood Association. 

• Conducting a "Pathogen Roundtable" in cooperation with the LFUCG 
Sanitary Sewers, Thoroughbred Resource Conservation and Development 
District, Scott County Health Department, Fayette County Health 
Department, Kentucky Division of Water, Scott County Conservation 
District and the Kentucky Water Watch Program. 

• Conducting stream walks along Cane Run in cooperation with the UK 
Extension Service, LFUCG City Council and Lexmark. 

• Recruitment and training of volunteers to assist with a pathogen source 
study using state-of-the-art DNA source tracking methods in cooperation 
with Kentucky River Watershed Watch, Georgetown Municipal Water and 
Sewer and the University of Kentucky Environmental Research and 
Training Laboratory. 

• Work with the Tracey Farmer Center in training teachers in the watershed 
to conduct stream based educational activities. 

 
Through establishment of the non-profit organization and the wider Watershed 
Council in Cane Run, Authority support is providing a critical forum for 
development and implementation of several major initiatives, including the US 
EPA 319 (h) Grant awarded to the University of Kentucky.   
Friends of Cane Run will also be working with LFUCG on public input 
components of the Stormwater Study funded through the efforts of 
Representative Jessie Crenshaw.  This includes assistance in identifying critical 
stakeholders for the consulting engineers developing the remediation plan for the 
watershed. 
 
These efforts and others will be continuing long after the close of this grant 
program.  The Friends of Cane Run appreciates the Authority's support for this 
organizational effort.
