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Nickel Creek's Final Bow at UK?
LEXINGTON, Ky. (Oct. 17, 2007) − University of Kentucky Singletary Center for the Arts (SCFA) will give local audiences a final chance to see the Grammy award-winning band Nickel Creek in concert as they return to campus as part of the band's  "Farewell, For Now" Tour. The concert, a headliner for the 2007-2008 Turning the Corner Series, is scheduled for 7:30 p.m. Sunday, Oct. 21, at SCFA's Concert Hall.

After nearly 18 years of collaboration, Nickel Creek will play its last concert at SCFA before taking an indefinite break from performing. The Sunday concert will mark the third time in four years that they have played at the facility. They have continued to be the most popular band to play the SCFA's "Turning the Corner Series," selling out both previous concerts. This weekend's concert will likely sell out as well with only a few tickets remaining.
Nickel Creek is comprised of Chris Thile on mandolin, Sara Watkins on violin, and Sean Watkins, Sara's brother, on guitar. The band is known for revamping traditional bluegrass music by incorporating pop, jazz and classical elements. It is this unique sound that earned Nickel Creek a Grammy, two International Bluegrass Music Association (IBMA) awards, two gold records, and numerous Grammy and Country Music Award nominations.  

Nickel Creek's first album under Sugar Hill Records, self-titled "Nickel Creek," marked the beginning of their characteristic sound, which earned praise by fans and critics alike and won an IBMA for “Emerging Artist of the Year” in 2000. Only a year later, the group's second and most successful album "This Side" captured a Grammy for Best Contemporary Folk Album. Although Nickel Creek’s latest projects display their distinct genre busting sounds, the band started out by performing traditional bluegrass music at a very young age. The California natives first performed together in 1989 when Thile was only 12 and the Watkins duo were 8. Although the band plans on a break by the end of the year, each performer plans to remain busy. 
Sara Watkins is producing her solo album to release later this year. In addition to that album, she plans on collaborating with other friends. 

Sean Watkins hopes to hone his movie score writing skills. 

Thile will continue to tour with his new group How to Grow a Band. That tour will feature songs from the debut album "How to Grow a Woman from the Ground." In addition, he plans to collaborate and hit the road with classical bassist Edgar Meyer.  

Opening for Nickel Creek will be comedian Dave “Gruber” Allen. Allen is the star and executive producer of Comedy Central's "The Naked Trucker & T-Bones Show."
The Turning the Corner Series began in 2002 and was designed to respond to the musical interest of UK students. Co-produced by the UK Arts Administration Program, the series has featured artists who are the best in contemporary music and relevant to university students. The series provides its audience the opportunity to enjoy popular music in an intimate concert setting. Past Turning the Corner Series artists include Maroon 5, moe., Bela Fleck and the Flecktones, Indigo Girls, and Ben Folds.
