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Swedish Orchestra Does Its Thing Minus Conductor
LEXINGTON, Ky. (Feb. 22, 2008) − The University of Kentucky Singletary Center for the Arts will present a concert by Swedish chamber orchestra Camerata Nordica. The concert, part of the sixth season of the center's Corner on Classics series that brings world-renowned classical musicians to the Bluegrass, will take the stage at 7:30 p.m. Thursday, March 6.

Considered the leading chamber orchestra in of its kind in Sweden, Camerata Nordica is an expressive group known for its unity of voice and distinctive profile as an orchestra without a conductor – a camerata. Now more than 30 years old, the group is led by violin virtuoso Terje Tønnesen, who founded the Norwegian Chamber Orchestra. 
The Washington Post remarked that Camerata Nordica has a "stunning ability to manipulate tempo and texture to conjure any musical style." The ensemble, which appears regularly on Swedish TV and radio, draws various kinds of audiences playing as varied venues as classical concert halls and Sweden's main rock festival in Hultsfred.   

A recent CD from the chamber orchestra and Per Tengstrand and Levon Chiligirian featuring Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart's Piano Concertos No. 11 and 14 was nominated for a Swedish Grammy Award. The nomination is the group's second Swedish Grammy nod.
